There will be approximately 560 cubic yards of aggregate base and 100 cubic yards of fill 
after grading.

Yes.  Some erosion could occur as a result of construction.

Nearly 100% of the site will be impervious surface.

Site construction is planned to occur during a traditionally drier weather period to 
reduce the potential for erosion.  As there are no streams, wetlands, or steep slopes in 
the area, construction is not anticipated to have impacts to adjacent forested areas.

Current plans do not include waste material being discharged into the site.  
However, future development may include the installation of a CXT vault 
restroom.  This restroom will contain a sealed concreted waste holding tank, 
specific holding size to be determined. These holding tanks are designed to 
eliminate discharge of waste into the surrounding subsurface area.

Stormwater may runoff the low gradient site and be dispersed onto the forest floor 
to the north in an unconcentrated manner.

It is not likely that any waste materials will be discharged into any ground or surface 
waters.  However, minor amounts of oil, fuel, and other lubricants may inadvertently 
be discharged from vehicular usage at the site and be dispersed through stormwater 
runoff to the adjacent forest floor.

This parking lot will 
enhance the area by providing safe, concentrated parking for the many visitors the area 
receives.

DNR Recreation has 
leased the area, roughly 1 acre, from DNR State Lands. The proposal adheres to the 
DNR’s Policy for Sustainable Forests and the HCP.

Oversize equipment access and timber harvesting will occur in the vicinity.
