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Goal 2

Increase carbon sequestration and storage in forests and harvested wood products from DNR-managed
forestlands.

What should we consider when developing a baseline of carbon sequestration and storage?
e The total carbon content of stands - above and below ground
e Not harvesting carbon-dense forests
e Below-ground carbon
e Rate of forest growth
e Existing age classes and management options
e Nature's baseline as it existed in pre-industrial times
e Measured by net ecosystem productivity
e Potential of extended rotations
e Carbon sequestration rate and carbon storage volume
e Management practices that can accelerate forest growth and sequestration
e (Class of stands - Type 1 & 2, etc.
e Carbon stored in wood products

e Look at modeling work that explores how to increase total ecosystem carbon and wood
products carbon over time.

e |PCC recommends complete carbon cycle not baseline only in the forest, or storage offsite

e Ensure that carbon emissions from harvest and wood products decay are properly accounted
for

e  Existing vs. potential forest management
e Longterm wood products like cross-laminated timber (CLT)

e Age of stands and length of rotations

Goal 3

Generate predictable beneficiary revenue.

What are some considerations related to ‘predictable’ beneficiary revenue?
e How can we decrease demand on our forests - how do we incentivize the need for less
e Consistent
e Forest health thinning

e Consistency and more regular or intermediate revenues
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e Long-term revenue vs. short-term benefits

e "Predictable" should be defined to comply with DNR's trust requirements; | would use
"maximally predictable" to define "predictable"

e Maintaining the trust in perpetuity, ensuring benefits will be available and equitable for
generations to come

e Revenue streams resilient to changing climate conditions

e Honest look at other potential revenue streams

e Understand the revenue distribution to junior taxing districts
e Increasing costs and growing beneficiary needs

e DNRis not required to generate revenue through timber harvest; They may elect to do so, but
are not required to
