Principle: Basin water flow is a surrogate for stream width

A PHB exists on Stream A-A; if the difference of
Flow A minus Flow B, divided by Flow A,
measured downstream of the junction

of Streams A; and B, is less than 0.80
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PHB exists if (Flow A —Flow B)/Flow A< 0.8 |
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
