Practices Adaptive Management Science Conference on Tuesday, May 8, 2018, 9:00 AM to 4:00 PM, 
in Olympia, Washington. CMER is responsible for conducting research and monitoring in support of 
adaptive management of the Forest Practices Rules, which governs forestry practices on private and state 
forestlands across the State of Washington. This conference will highlight recently completed CMER 
studies covering a variety of research topics. 
  

• Using genetic analysis to understand population level responses of amphibians to a riparian 
buffer experiment in basalt Lithologies. 

• A presentation of the results of a literature synthesis on the effects of forest management on 
glacial and non-glacial deep-seated landslides. 

• Results of a pilot study investigating the potential for using data from remote sensing to 
conduct extensive monitoring of forest practice rules.

Southbound: 
Take I-5 Exit 105 A. Follow the “State Capitol” lane, which parallels the freeway, for 1/4 mile. 
Northbound: 
Take I-5 Exit 105. Keep to the LEFT following the “State Capitol” lane. 
 
Go through the roundabout and the tunnel. At first traffic light (Capitol Way), turn RIGHT. Turn 
RIGHT again at the next traffic light (11th Ave.). At next traffic light (Washington St. SE), turn 
RIGHT once more. Turn LEFT into the visitor parking lot. 
 
Parking costs $1.50 per hour, weekdays 8 a.m. to 5 p.m., but is free on evenings and weekends. 
Parking fees can be paid by debit and credit cards, $1 bills or coins.
