From the intersection of the Hwy 9 and HWY 542, head west on HWY 542 for approximately three miles 
and turn north onto Hillard Rd.  Continue north for 0.25 miles to a gate accessible with an F1-3 key.  
At this point, Hillard Rd. becomes the DE-ML.  From the gate, continue on the DE-ML for 3.4 miles to 
the DE-34.  Turn right on the DE-34 and continue for 2.2 miles.  Keep straight at the intersection to stay on the 
DE-ML and continue for 0.6 miles.  The unit will begin on the left.  Continue for another 0.2 miles to reach the 
new road construction of the DE-3429.
Unit 2:
From the beginning of construction for the DE-3429 on the DE-34, continue east on the DE-34 for 
0.1 mile and stay straight at the intersection to remain on the DE-34.  Continue on the DE-34 for 0.3 
miles until you reach the harvest unit at the intersection with the DE-3434.
Bummer Hard Rock Pit:
From the intersection of the DE-ML and the DE-34, continue on the DE-ML for 0.8 miles.  Stay to the 
right and continue on the DE-ML for 3.9 miles until reaching the intersection of the DE-ML and the 
SU-ML.  Turn left and continue on the SU-ML for 1 mile.
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
