o WetSAG is looking into contracting options for upcoming forest and vegetation surveys.

e The DSL Mapping and Landform Classification Study Design was approved by CMER and sent to ISPR
at the September CMER meeting. A response from ISPR was received in November, the contractor,
BGC, Inc, has responded to ISPR comments. The project team reviewed BGCs responses and
requested some further edits. The document should return to ISPR in February.

e The Project Management Plan and Prospective 6 Questions document development will be
completed after ISPR is complete and the project moves into implementation.

e The Object-Based Landform Mapping with High-Resolution Topography Study mapping is ongoing.
The report is currently being rewritten by the Criteria Project Team and UPSAG. Some analysis
comparing manual mapping to computer mapping has begun.

e The Study Design for Empirical Evaluation of Shallow Landslide Susceptibility and Frequency by
Landform (Project 3) and Empirical Evaluation of Shallow Landslide Runout (Project 4) received final
approval at the September CMER meeting. The Prospective 6 Questions document was approved
at the December CMER meeting.

e The Charter revision was approved at the January CMER meeting.

e The Project Management Plan revision is ongoing as this project moves towards implementation.

Eastside Timber Habitat Evaluation Project (ETHEP)
e The ISPR-approved study design was approved by CMER in November and delivered to Policy in
December. Ben Spei presented an overview of the project to Policy.

e The project team is working on finalizing the Prospective 6 Questions. They plan to deliver them
to CMER in February.

Eastside Type N Riparian Effectiveness Project (ENREP)
e Due to logistical complications, the Fish Creek harvest will be completed in 2024, a year later
than originally planned. This may have some budgetary and timeline implications for the project.
The Project Team is discussing these implications and will develop a recommendation for any
proposed budgetary and timeline adjustments.
e The Project Team is discussing the possibility of an overall project extension. Any proposed
changes to timeline and budget will be brought to SAGE for discussion.

Eastside Forest Health Strategy

Riparian Characteristics and Shade Response Study
e Pl Rachel Rubin is coordinating with Weyerhaeuser for implementation at two sites within the
Northwest Coast ecoregion this summer. A contract is in place with a contractor to assist with
plot layout and tree census. Another contract is in development for a contractor to conduct
LiDAR imagery.



Rachel has drafted a pilot rule request to implement the RCS experimental harvest treatments
this year. The request will go to the Forest Practices Board in February.

Westside Type F Riparian Prescription Effectiveness Project

The Final Exploratory Report was approved by CMER and was sent to ISPR for review. The project
team received the ISPR response on January 25, 2023. Revisions, including a clean and markup
version of the revised report, comment matrix, and summary letter were due back to ISPR by
3/10/23. This due date, and multiple subsequent targeted due dates have not been met and the
report continues to be significantly delayed. The project team intended to complete and
resubmit the necessary documents back to ISPR by end of the 2023, however that deadline was
not met, and a new targeted completion date has not been provided.

Extensive Riparian Status and Trends Monitoring — Riparian Vegetation and Stream
Temperature, Type F/N Westside and Eastside Project

The ExMo Project Team continues to make headway on scoping the project through preliminary
GIS analyses, conversations of fundamental design criteria, and evaluating critical questions and
the measurements necessary to provide scientifically robust answers.

The ExMo PT drafted and delivered revised critical questions to RSAG for their consideration.
RSAG provided limited feedback which will be considered before the ExMo PT resends a revised
version back to RSAG.

Riparian Function Literature Synthesis

ISAG

The Riparian Function Literature Synthesis is in RSAG review. RSAG provided comments on August
11. The authors have responded to comments and returned the document to RSAG in December.
RSAG is identifying comments that have not been adequately addressed. The document with
follow-up comments will be returned to the authors in mid-January.

Anadromous Fish Floor

In December, CMER directed ISAG to winnow the proposed Project Team and work on the
technical summary for TFW Policy that clarifies how the AFF Validation Study would best fit as a
companion or add-on study to the existing PHB Study. ISAG will discuss this at their January
meeting.

Water Typing Strategy

Projects currently included in the Water Typing Strategy are: Potential Habitat Breaks (PHB),
Default Physical Criteria Assessment (DPC), LiDAR Based Water Typing Model (LiDAR), and
Fish/HabitatDetection Using eDNA (eDNA).

The PHB Project Team has initiated desktop site selection and is discussing the need for a PI.
The DPC Project Team is working on the DPC Study Design and expects to initiate concurrent
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CMER/ISAG review in early 2024.

Western EcoSystems Technology, Inc. is supporting ISAG with statistical consultation for the PHB
and DPC Study Designs.
ISAG is looking for a new Co-Chair.

The first of two field
seasons of amphibian demographic sampling has been completed at all historic Type N Study
sites.

Field work to support the second amphibian demographic sampling season began in July 2023
and concluded September 2023.

The Scoping Document is under development Summer 2023, with anticipated delivery to CMER
in Spring 2024.

[1 The “STS” Experiment will improve our understanding and ability to model traffic
impacts during discrete rain events. Knowledge about the short-time scale will inform
our recommendations about seasonal haul restriction.
