1. Define institutional racism and relationships to power 20 
2. Distinguish intent from impact 21 
3. Explore our service as an opportunity for solidarity 22 

The presentation included:  23 

 A short history of public policy and its contribution to institutional racism in the United States. 24 

 The concept that racism is often the product of a need for control and to assume power.  25 

 Understanding the source of power is helpful in discovering the root cause of racial prejudice. 26 

 The importance of developing goals and benchmarks to gauge success in addressing inequality 27 

 Introduction of the Equity Tool Kit 28
