Council leadership elections: Juli Hartwig, Chair and David Bayard, Vice-chair ran unopposed. Juli 16 

continued the meeting as council chair. 17 

Policy updates: Stephanie Celt, Executive Policy Advisor 18 

Stephanie has been lead on the proposed update to the Evergreen Community Act; Bill 2768. 19 

- DNR will lead development and promotion of Evergreen Communities program 20 

- The original bill has been modified; statewide tree inventory out for now 21 

- Deliverables:  22 

o Analysis of two watersheds; determine priority focus-project implementation areas 23 

based on canopy cover, human health, salmon recovery alignments, environmental 24 

justice. 25 

o Based on outcomes of analysis, implement pilot projects in two watersheds 26 

- Bill is passed out of House committee, there is a lot of support for the bill 27 

- DNR is working with Front and Centered to inform the environmental justice component. 28 

o Bill includes a uniform definition of environmental justice 29 

o To allay concerns about top-down imposition of ECA, projects will require direct 30 

community engagement. 31 
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Tom Bugert, Deputy Supervisor Wildfire & Forest Health, State Forester 1 

Tom brought greetings from the Commissioner of Public Lands who had conflicting priorities and 2 

could not attend the meeting. Outlook: 3 

- Aware that the UCF Program has need for additional staffing and funding resources.  4 

o UCF Program staff cannot advocate for legislation in support of programs 5 

o Private citizens are able to advocate for programs through their respective 6 

congressional leadership and/or by testimony  7 

o Advocacy for ECA and the UCF Program is welcome 8 

o Policy team has a one-page bill summary that can be used to educate about the bill 9 

- There needs to be a focus on metrics to help document outcomes/benefits of investments. 10 

- We need to tell the story about the deliverables; how do we bring a sharper resolution and 11 

demonstrate what it looks like on the ground 12 

- It would be good to tie program investments together; find cross-cutting goals and work 13 

together across Division and Departments and in partnership with stakeholders 14 

- The Commissioner is seeking innovative ideas, to that end, and pilot watersheds to begin work.   15 

o Work will begin in Snohomish County, the first target watershed, in the Spring; projects 16 

tied to salmon recovery 17 

- New Carbon Sequestration Advisory Group just started up. Anticipate this will be a funding 18 

source. How can UCF align with carbon sequestration/carbon credit programs? 19 

Tree planting event, Capitol Campus:  20 

 Council members took a break to plant three trees at the SW corner of Capitol Way and 11th 21 

street, as part of the National Association of State Foresters Centennial Anniversary Challenge. 22 

Trees were grafted from scion wood harvested from the Capitol Campus “Moon Tree.”  23

He also assisted Central Washington University in their work to achieve the Tree Campus USA 26
