WELCOME AND INTRODUCTIONS 28 
Lenny Young called the Forest Practices Board (FPB or Board) meeting to order at 9:00 a.m. 29 
Patricia Anderson, Department of Natural Resources (DNR or Department), provided an emergency 30 
safety briefing. 31 
 32 
APPROVAL OF MINUTES 33 
MOTION: Bob Guenther moved the Forest Practices Board approve the May 8, 2012 meeting 34 


minutes.  35 
 36 
SECONDED: Phil Davis 37 
 38 
ACTION: Motion passed. 11 Support / 2 Abstentions (Young, Herrera) 39 
 40 
REPORT FROM CHAIR 41 
Chair Young introduced Aaron Everett who was recently appointed as DNR’s Deputy Supervisor 42 
for Forest Practices and Federal Relations. 43 
 44 
Young then reported: 45 
• In May there was a successful resolution in the form of a settlement agreement on the threatened 46 


litigation related to the Forest Practices Habitat Conservation Plan (FPHCP). This settlement 47 
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agreement was among the Conservation Caucus, the Washington Forest Protection Association, 1 
and the state. 2 


• DNR will be submitting a report to the Legislature by September 1 on the Adaptive Management 3 
Program reforms on behalf the Commissioner of Public Lands and the director of the Department of 4 
Ecology. This is a routine report required by a budget proviso in the 2012 session. 5 


 6 
PUBLIC COMMENT 7 
Shawn Cantrell, Seattle Audubon, encouraged the Board to consider interim protection measures for 8 
at-risk spotted owl habitat until there is a long-term strategy in place, and to include landowner 9 
incentives as a key element along with revised regulations. 10 
 11 
Chris Mendoza, Conservation Caucus, in reference to the “Post-Mortem” study dispute, asked the 12 
Board to make sure the Cooperative Monitoring, Evaluation, and Research committee (CMER) co-13 
chairs follow the CMER protocols and standards manual. 14 
 15 
Peter Goldman, Conservation Caucus, commented on the importance of accomplishing the work of 16 
the FPHCP, following the agreed-upon process for completing CMER studies, and forming a Board 17 
subcommittee to address spotted owl protection in Washington’s forest practices rules. 18 
 19 
Jim Peters, Northwest Indian Fisheries Commission and Squaxin Island Tribe, expressed concerns 20 
about the “Post-Mortem” dispute and said the established adaptive management process should 21 
have been followed. 22 
 23 
Kevin Godbout, Weyerhaeuser Company, also commented on the “Post-Mortem” study. He said 24 
legitimate technical and scientific issues were brought up early during independent scientific peer 25 
review (ISPR) – not in the “eleventh hour” as was contended by the Conservation Caucus. 26 
 27 
Cindy Mitchell, Washington Forest Protection Association, summarized how Washington’s 28 
working forests are contributing to spotted owl conservation, pointed out that the federal recovery 29 
plan endorses the Board’s Northern Spotted Owl Implementation Team (NSOIT), and described 30 
how landowners are currently working through the NSOIT in a spirit of partnership and 31 
participation. 32 
 33 
Bob Meier, Rayonier, urged the Board to wait for the federal habitat designations before making 34 
decisions on a long-term spotted owl strategy, and to support funding for the Riparian and Habitat 35 
Open Space Program. 36 
 37 
Obie O’Brien, Kittitas County Commissioner, commented on the value of active forest management 38 
in preventing forest health problems. He asked Board members to think about the connection 39 
between neglected forests and devastating fires when they contemplate restricting active forest 40 
management. 41 
 42 
STAFF REPORTS 43 
Lenny Young asked if Board members had questions about the staff reports.  44 
 45 
Norm Schaaf asked for a report on the current status of the dispute resolution process for the 46 
December 2007 storm mass wasting landslide study (“Post-Mortem” study). Jim Hotvedt, DNR, 47 
explained that the dispute is currently three months into Stage 1 of the dispute resolution process 48 
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where the Forests and Fish Policy committee (Policy) is attempting to resolve the dispute. If not 1 
resolved in Stage 1, then a participant can request that the dispute go to Stage 2, which involves a 2 
mediator or arbitrator. If not resolved in Stage 2, then the issue goes to the Board for resolution 3 
(Stage 3).  4 
 5 
Several Board members asked questions and made comments. There was much concern about a 6 
process that allowed for such a large expenditure of time and effort without a timely resolution and 7 
recommendations for the Board to consider. 8 
 9 
ADAPTIVE MANAGEMENT REVIEW (LEAN PROCESS) UPDATE  10 
Jim Hotvedt, DNR, referred to the May 8, 2012 meeting when the Board instructed the Adaptive 11 
Management Program to pilot the processes proposed by the Strategica consultant for CMER 12 
processes related to the scoping paper and study design. He explained that CMER has approved a 13 
pilot process to develop a study design for an Eastside Type N buffer effectiveness study and will 14 
be approving a two-person initial Technical Writing and Information Group (TWIG) to start 15 
preparing a draft scoping document.  16 
 17 
Marks Hicks, CMER co-chair, explained the current process for determining additional projects to 18 
pilot, and listed five upcoming projects CMER is considering. He said for each project a TWIG will 19 
begin with a charter that identifies the expertise needed, and then add consultant expertise as 20 
necessary for the project. The project will then move through the full CMER review process that 21 
includes all of the stakeholders. The intent is to move quickly through the independent scientific 22 
peer review (ISPR) process on the study design, and there will be more weight on the ISPR 23 
reviewers to communicate to CMER whether their comments have been addressed. 24 
 25 
NORTHERN SPOTTED OWL RECOVERY 26 
Joseph Buchanan, Washington Department of Fish and Wildlife (WDFW), gave a presentation on 27 
the Northern Spotted Owl (NSO) status, distribution, ecology, and limiting factors. He explained 28 
statistics related to ongoing NSO population declines in Washington, reasons that the Barred Owl is 29 
having a negative effect, information about the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service’s (USFWS) plan for 30 
Barred Owl removal experiments, and anticipated NSO population growth in the Barred Owl 31 
removal study areas. 32 
 33 
Darin Cramer, DNR, provided an overview of key federal and state actions, including rules adopted 34 
by the Board in the early and mid-1990s after the owl was listed as threatened under the Endangered 35 
Species Act in 1990. He also summarized the content of the Board’s existing spotted owl rules, and 36 
explained that the USFWS critical habitat rule is expected to be released on November 15, 2012. He 37 
pointed out that according to WAC 222-16-080(4) when federal critical habitat designations change, 38 
DNR must consult with WDFW and make a recommendation to the Board whether changes to its 39 
critical habitat rules are necessary. This must occur within 30 days of the publishing of the final 40 
critical habitat rule in the Federal Register. Therefore, if the federal rule is released within the 41 
November 15 deadline, the Board will receive DNR’s recommendation by December 15. 42 
 43 
Andrew Hayes, DNR, summarized the goals and accomplishments of the Northern Spotted Owl 44 
Implementation Team (NSOIT) established by the Board in 2010. He explained the team is charged 45 
with making recommendations to the Board related to the consensus recommendations of the 46 
Northern Spotted Owl Policy Working Group (Final Report, December 31, 2009). He said the 47 
NSOIT is working on the following tasks: 48 
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• Endorsing a voluntary incentives program for landowners; 1 
• Promoting Barred Owl control experiments and research; 2 
• Continuing the current decertification process; 3 
• Initiating two pilot projects for thinning and habitat; and 4 
• Convening a technical team to assess a spatial and temporal allocation of the conservation 5 


efforts on non-federal lands using best available science. 6 
 7 
Hayes told the Board he would continue reporting at each Board meeting on the NSOIT’s progress. 8 
 9 
There was discussion among Board members about the formation of a subcommittee of the Board to 10 
efficiently contemplate how to respond to the federal critical habitat rules when final, adequacy of 11 
the current Spotted Owl Special Emphasis Area (SOSEA) boundaries, and landowner incentives. 12 
This was followed by general agreement that staff will develop a purpose statement for the Board to 13 
consider at its November meeting if it chooses to form a subcommittee at that time. 14 
 15 
REVIEW OF SETTLEMENT AGREEMENT REGARDING THE FOREST PRACTICES 16 
HABITAT CONSERVATION PLAN 17 
Darin Cramer, DNR, summarized the terms of the final settlement agreement regarding the FPHCP, 18 
and the fulfillment of the terms accomplished so far. He said the federal services have approved a 19 
minor amendment to the FPHCP Implementing Agreement: if the biennial funding for the program 20 
is below $22.7 million a specific process will take place beginning with the state notifying the 21 
services. He added that a process is underway to retain a neutral facilitator to help the Adaptive 22 
Management Program (AMP) with decision-making and dispute resolution, and the remaining 23 
agreed-to program revisions have been forwarded to Policy. He added that the Board will receive an 24 
update at each quarterly meeting. 25 
 26 
RULE MAKING TIMELINE FOR HYDRAULIC PERMIT APPROVAL/FOREST 27 
PRACTICES APPLICATION (2ESSB 6406)  28 
Marc Engel, DNR, summarized due dates specified in statute for the Board’s, DNR’s, and WDFW’s 29 
required actions related to incorporating hydraulic project approvals into the forest practices 30 
application (HPA/FPA) process. He also recommended a timeline for the Board to accomplish its 31 
required actions, ending with the adoption of rules and approval of technical guidance in May 2013. 32 
 33 
After a short discussion, Engel clarified that WDFW’s current fish protection standards are required 34 
to be incorporated in the HPA/FPA approval process, and David Whipple clarified that WDFW will 35 
invoke the adaptive management process in the revisions of the fish protection standards. 36 
 37 
FORESTS AND FISH POLICY PRIORITIES ANNUAL REPORT  38 
Stephen Bernath, Forests and Fish Policy Co-chair, summarized Policy’s priorities for calendar year 39 
2013: 40 
• Develop a comprehensive Type N strategy. This is expected to result in a process for identifying 41 


the uppermost point of perennial flow, which will provide assurance that CMER Type N 42 
effectiveness monitoring projects will provide the information needed for policy decisions on 43 
Type N rule effectiveness. 44 


• Assess the effectiveness of the Type F/Type N break with the goal of transitioning from the 45 
interim water type rule to the permanent water type rule. 46 


• Participate in the incorporation of fish protection standards into the forest practices rules and 47 
Board Manual. 48 
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• Develop an improved Adaptive Management Program decision-making process per the 1 
settlement agreement. 2 


• Develop recommendations concerning the “Post-Mortem” study after dispute resolution is 3 
completed. 4 


• Determine recommended Board actions as CMER reports are completed. Three reports are 5 
expected during 2013. 6 


He added that timely completion of these priorities will contribute to meeting Clean Water Act 7 
milestones, and any new work assigned to Policy could distract from that goal. 8 
 9 
PUBLIC COMMENT  10 
Stephen Bernath, Department of Ecology, commented that HPA/FPA rules will be asterisked rules 11 
because they pertain to water quality, and Ecology will need to go through its process for such rules.  12 
 13 
Chris Mendoza, Conservation Caucus, commented that DNR’s and stakeholders’ time and effort on 14 
the Forest Practices Biomass Work Group was valuable and facilitated agreement on the 15 
recommendations going to the Board. 16 
 17 
FOREST BIOMASS WORK GROUP REPORT 18 
Rachael Jamison, DNR, presented the recommendations listed in the Forest Practices Biomass 19 
Work Group Final Report to the Forest Practices Board. Board members asked several questions, 20 
which were answered by Jamison and others as follows: 21 
• The intent of the recommendation to include “and removal through” in the definition of “Forest 22 


practice” is to be consistent with other rules that the group reviewed. 23 
• The intent of including the term, “by-products of forest management” in the group’s proposed 24 


definition of “Forest biomass” is to indicate that biomass should not be the sole reason for 25 
harvest, and whole tree harvest specifically for biomass production is precluded. 26 


• The tie-in to the Landscape Level Wildlife Assessment is that some of the habitat models could 27 
be utilized to assess potential effects of biomass removal on wildlife species, given the resources 28 
to complete the models. 29 


She explained that the Board tasked the Biomass Work Group to determine whether the forest 30 
practices rules are adequate to regulate forest biomass removal. It is now up to the Board to 31 
determine whether to take any of the actions recommended in the final report. 32 
 33 
CULTURAL RESOURCES ANNUAL REPORT  34 
Jeffrey Thomas, TFW Cultural Resources Roundtable Co-chair, provided an overview of the 35 
August 14, 2012 FY2012 Annual Report to the Forest Practices Board from the 36 
Timber/Fish/Wildlife Cultural Resources Roundtable. 37 
 38 
Board discussion included observations that survey results generally indicated that non-tribal 39 
entities seemed to be more satisfied than tribal entities. There was also interest in whether the 40 
recently amended WAC 222-20-120 (which became effective in June) has had any influence on 41 
landowner/tribe communications. Thomas said that could not be concluded from the 2012 survey 42 
because of the timing of the survey, and also the survey was geared toward implementation of the 43 
Cultural Resource Protection and Management Plan, not the rule. 44 
 45 
 46 
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PUBLIC COMMENT FOR RULE MAKING ON LEGISLATIVE CHANGES TO 1 
CONVERSION ACTIVITIES AND FOREST PRACTICES APPLICATIONS 2 
None. 3 
 4 
RULE MAKING ON LEGISLATIVE CHANGES TO CONVERSION ACTIVITIES AND 5 
FOREST PRACTICES APPLICATIONS  6 
Gretchen Robinson, DNR, requested the Board’s approval to file rule language for public review 7 
related to conversions and applications pursuant to several changes in statute. The language 8 
includes adding a year to the duration of an approved FPA, updating chapter 222-20 WAC to 9 
include the process associated with the Notice of Conversion to Nonforestry Use, eliminating “lands 10 
platted after 1960” as an automatic trigger for a Class IV-general classification, and clarifying how 11 
certain FPAs within urban growth areas should be classified.

This proposal incorporates provisions of Second 16 
Engrossed Substitute Senate Bill 6406 relating to forest practices applications and 17 
incorporates other changes made to RCW 76.09.050, 76.09.060, 76.09.240 and 18 
76.09.470 in 2007 and 2011. 19

RULE MAKING ON WAC 222-16-080, CRITICAL HABITATS  31 
Sherri Felix, DNR, requested the Board’s approval to notify the public that the Board is considering 32 
rule making to amend WAC 222-16-080 Critical habitats (state) of threatened and endangered 33 
species. She explained staff recommends this action because: 34 
• Clarification may be needed to assure that wildlife plans are reviewed under the State 35 


Environmental Policy Act (SEPA); and 36 
• WDFW is considering amending the critical habitat definition for the gray wolf based on 37 


discussions in the Wildlife Working Group. 38 
 39 
MOTION: David Whipple moved that the Forest Practices Board direct staff to file a CR-101 40 


Pre-Proposal Statement of Inquiry to notify the public that the Board is considering 41 
rule making to amend WAC 222-16-080. This rule proposal would clarify which 42 
wildlife plans are required to be reviewed under SEPA and amend the critical 43 
habitat definition for the gray wolf. 44

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Board Discussion: 1 
David Whipple explained that the Fish and Wildlife Commission approved a Wolf Conservation 2 
and Management Plan in 2011. He pointed out even though the gray wolf’s population is increasing 3 
it is still listed as a state and federal endangered species. The management plan recognizes the forest 4 
practices critical habitat rule was adopted some time ago in 1992, and that newer information 5 
should be used to evaluate whether the forest practices rule should be modified. He said he is 6 
leading the Wildlife Working Group in several meetings to help develop a recommendation for the 7 
Board by November. 8

ACTION: Motion passed unanimously. 10 
 11 
PUBLIC COMMENT ON SOLAR RADIATION STUDY 12 
Chris Mendoza, Conservation Caucus, said the solar radiation and Westside Type N buffer studies 13 
are examples of CMER’s ability to, for the most part, get issues settled immediately and getting its 14 
job done.  15 
 16 
ADAPTIVE MANAGEMENT PROGRAM - SOLAR RADIATION STUDY  17 
Jim Hotvedt, DNR, summarized the results of the completed CMER research and monitoring report: 18 
Evaluation of the Effectiveness of the Current TFW Shade Methodology for Measuring Attenuation 19 
of Solar Radiation to the Stream. It concluded that applying the “all available shade rule” (WAC 20 
222-20-040(1) - within the bull trout overlay) did not cause a detectable increase in average solar 21 
radiation reaching the stream surface, or cause a decrease in solar attenuation upon harvest of trees 22 
that did not provide shade to the streams. 23 
 24 
He said Policy recommends that no action be taken at this time. He added that the results of this 25 
research will be combined with the results of another temperature shade study that is now in 26 
progress, after which Policy will again recommend action or no action to the Board. 27

MOTION: Tom Laurie moved the Forest Practices Board accept Forests and Fish Policy 29 


committee’s recommendation to take no action at this time on the Solar Radiation 30 
Study. 31

WAC 222-08-032  Function, organization, and office.   6 
(1) The forest practices board was created by chapter 76.09 RCW to adopt forest practices rules 7 


as described in WAC 222-12-010. 8 
(2) The board's membership as described in RCW 76.09.030(1), consists of thirteen members to 9 


include:   10 
(a) The commissioner of public lands or the commissioner's designee; 11 
(b) The director of the department of community, trade, and economic 12 


developmentcommerce or the director's designee; 13 
(c)  The director of the department of agriculture or the director's designee; 14 
(d) The director of the department of ecology or the director's designee; 15 
(e) The director of the department of fish and wildlife or the director's designee; 16 
(f) An elected member of a county legislative authority appointed by the governor so 17 


long as that member serves as an elected official;  18 
(g) A member representing a timber products union, appointed by the governor from a 19 


list of three names submitted by a timber labor coalition affiliated with a statewide 20 
labor organization that represents a majority of the timber product unions in the state; 21 
and 22 


(h) Six members of the general public appointed by the governor, one of whom shall be 23 
a small forest landowner who actively manages his or her land, and one of whom 24 
shall be an independent logging contractor.   25 


(3) The governor-appointed members are appointed to four-year terms.   26 
(4) The commissioner of public lands or designee shall chair the board. 27 
(5) General public members of the board, except public employees and elected officials, shall be 28 


compensated in accordance with RCW 43.03.250.  Each member shall be entitled to 29 
reimbursement for travel expenses incurred in the performance of their duties as provided in 30 
RCW 43.03.050 and 43.03.060. 31 


(6)  Staff support is provided to the board as provided in RCW 76.09.030(6).  Staff shall perform 32 
the following duties under the general authority and supervision of the board: 33 


 (a) Act as administrative arm of the board; 34 
 (b) Act as records officer to the board; 35 
 (c)  Coordinate the policies and activities of the board; and 36 
 (d)  Act as liaison between the board and other public agencies and stakeholders. 37 


(7) The administrative office of the board is located at 1111 Washington Street S.E., Olympia, 38 
Washington.  The board may sit or hold hearings anywhere in the state.  The office hours are 39 
8:00 a.m. to noon and 1:00 p.m. to 5:00 p.m., Monday through Friday, except legal holidays 40 
and during board meetings.  The board may be contacted at: 41

CHAPTER 222-12 WAC 53 


WAC 222-12-035  *Small forest landowner long-term applications.  In order to facilitate 54 
flexibility for small forest landowners in the timing of their forest practices activities, the 55 
department will receive, and approve or disapprove, long-term forest practices applications.  Small 56 
forest landowners as defined in WAC 222-21-010(13) are eligible to submit long-term applications 57 
unless proposing a conversion to a use other than commercial timber production.  An approved 58 
long-term application will be effective for a term of three four to fifteen years at the discretion of the 59 
landowner.  These applications may contain alternate plans for all or portions of the forest land area 60 
included in the long-term application.  Alternate plan portions of long-term applications will be 61 
reviewed according to the alternate plan process described in WAC 222-12-0401. The process for 62 
small forest landowner long-term applications is described in WAC 222-20-016. 63 
 64 
WAC 222-12-0401  *Alternate plans--Process.   65 
(1)  Application. A landowner may submit an alternate plan that departs from the specific 66 


provisions of chapters 222-22 through 222-38 WAC for any or all of the activities described 67 
in the application. Alternate plans must be submitted with a twothree-year, multiyear, or 68 
small forest landowner long-term application. Alternate plans may support a single forest 69 
practices application or multiple applications if the sites included in the plan have sufficient 70 
common physical characteristics and elements to justify being considered together. See 71 
board manual section 21. 72 


(2)  Plan preparation. The landowner is responsible for preparing and submitting an alternate 73 
plan. Small forest landowners may wish to seek the assistance of the small forest landowner 74 
office. See WAC 222-12-0402. 75 


(3)  Contents of alternate plans. Alternate plans must contain all of the following: 76 
(a)  A map of the area covered, at a scale acceptable to the department showing the 77 


location of any affected streams and other waters, wetlands, unstable slopes, and 78 
existing roads. The map must also show the location of proposed road construction, 79 
timber harvest, and other forest practices; 80 


(b) A description of how the alternate plan provides public resource protection to meet 81 
the approval standard, including a description of the proposed alternate management 82 
strategy, prescriptions, and where applicable, aquatic resource enhancements; 83 


(c) A list of the forest practices rules that the alternate management plan is intended to 84 
replace; 85 


(d) Where applicable, descriptions of monitoring and adaptive management strategies, 86 
including landowner plans for annual performance reviews; 87 


(e) Where applicable, descriptions of an implementation schedule; and 88 
(f) When multiple forest practices applications are submitted with the same alternate 89 


plan or when an alternate plan has been used for previous applications, justification 90 
that the sites included in the plan share sufficient common physical characteristics 91 
and elements to be considered together. 92 


(4)  Review of proposed plan. Upon receipt of a forest practices application together with an 93 
alternate plan, the department will do all of the following: 94 
(a)  Appoint an interdisciplinary team. 95 
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(b)  Establish a deadline for completion of the interdisciplinary team review that is 96 
consistent with the requirements of subsection (5) of this rule; and 97 


(c)  Within five business days of receipt of an application with an alternate plan, provide 98 
copies of the application and alternate plan to the departments of ecology and fish 99 
and wildlife, affected Indian tribes, the National Marine Fisheries Service, the United 100 
States Fish and Wildlife Service, and other parties that have expressed an interest in 101 
alternate plans in the area of the application. If the landowner is a small forest 102 
landowner under WAC 222-21-010 (13), copies should also be provided to the small 103 
forest landowners office. 104 


(5)  Interdisciplinary team. 105 
(a)  The department will determine the members invited to participate on an 106 


interdisciplinary team. Teams will include members with the qualifications necessary 107 
to evaluate the alternate plan. A representative of any affected Indian tribe, and 108 
departments of ecology and fish and wildlife will be invited to participate. Each team 109 
will include a representative of the landowner and a professional forester employed 110 
by the department and shall be led by a department employee. 111 


(b)  The interdisciplinary team will conduct a site visit and submit a recommendation to 112 
the department at least three days prior to the expiration of the application time limit 113 
in WAC 222-20-020. The interdisciplinary team may submit a recommendation 114 
without a site visit if a small forest landowner under WAC 222-21-010 (13) 115 
submitted the alternate plan using a template contained in board manual section 21 116 
and is a low impact alternate plan and the team determines a visit is not necessary to 117 
evaluate the site specific application of a template or a low impact alternate plan. 118 


(c)  The recommendation of the interdisciplinary team shall indicate whether the alternate 119 
plan meets the approval standard, or what revisions are necessary to meet the 120 
approval standard. The team is intended to work with the landowner in an attempt to 121 
reach consensus on the efficacy of the alternate plan. In the absence of consensus, the 122 
team will forward reports reflecting the majority and minority opinions, or the 123 
landowner may elect to withdraw or revise the proposal. 124 


(6)  Approval standard. An alternate plan must provide protection for public resources at least 125 
equal in overall effectiveness to the protection provided in the act and rules. 126 


(7)  Approval, conditions, or disapproval. Upon receipt of the interdisciplinary team’s 127 
recommendation, the department shall determine whether to approve, disapprove, or 128 
condition the application based on the approval standard. The department shall give 129 
substantial weight to the recommendations of the interdisciplinary team in cases where a 130 
consensus recommendation is forwarded. If the department disapproves or conditions a 131 
forest practices application with an alternate plan, the department will provide a written 132 
statement to the landowner explaining why the application was conditioned or denied. 133 


 134 
WAC 222-12-0402  *Assistance available for small forest landowners.   135 
(1)  The small forest landowner office has been established within the department to be a 136 


resource and focal point for small forest landowner concerns and policies. A small forest 137 
landowner is defined in WAC 222-21-010 (13). The legislature recognized that the further 138 
reduction in harvestable timber owned by small forest landowners would further erode small 139 
forest landowner’s landowners’ economic viability and willingness or ability to keep the 140 
lands in forestry use, and, therefore, reduced the amount of habitat available for salmon 141 
recovery and conservation of other aquatic resources. The legislature has directed that office 142 
to assist small forest landowners in preparing alternate plans appropriate to small forest 143 
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landowners. See RCW 76.13.100 and 76.13.110(3). 144 
(2)  Small forest landowners interested in alternate plans are encouraged to contact the small 145 


forest landowner office for assistance in preparing an alternate plan. The office may provide 146 
technical assistance in understanding and using board manual section 21 for alternate plans, 147 
assistance in developing an individualized alternate plan for the small forest landowner, and 148 
facilitation of small forest landowner interactions with the department, other state agencies, 149 
federal agencies, affected Indian tribes and the interdisciplinary team that may review the 150 
small forest landowner’s alternate plan. 151

CHAPTER 222-16 WAC 153 


WAC 222-16-010  *General definitions   154 
. . . 155 
"Forest landowner" means any person in actual control of forest land, whether such control is 156 
based either on legal or equitable title, or on any other interest entitling the holder to sell or 157 
otherwise dispose of any or all of the timber on such land in any manner. However, any lessee or 158 
other person in possession of forest land without legal or equitable title to such land shall be 159 
excluded from the definition of "forest landowner" unless such lessee or other person has the right 160 
to sell or otherwise dispose of any or all of the timber located on such forest land. The following 161 
definitions apply only to road maintenance and abandonment planning: 162 
(1)  "Large forest landowner" is a forest landowner who is not a small forest landowner. 163 
(2)  "Small forest landowner" is a forest landowner who at the time of submitting a forest  164 
practices application or notification meets all of the following conditions:  165 
• Has an average annual timber harvest level of two million board feet or less from their own 166 
forest lands in Washington state; 167 
• Did not exceed this annual average harvest level in the three year period before submitting a 168 
forest practices application or notification; 169 
• Certifies to the department that they will not exceed this annual harvest level in the ten years 170 
after submitting the forest practices application or notification. 171 
However, the department will agree that an applicant is a small forest landowner if the landowner 172 
can demonstrate that the harvest levels were exceeded in order to raise funds to pay estate taxes or 173 
to meet equally compelling and unexpected obligations such as court-ordered judgments and 174 
extraordinary medical expenses. 175 
. . . 176 
"Multiyear permit" means a permit to conduct forest practices which is effective for longer than 177 
two three years but no longer than five years. 178 
. . . 179 
“Small forest landowner” means an owner of forest land who, at the time of submission of 180 
required documentation to the department: 181 
• Has harvested no more than an average timber volume of two million board feet per year from 182 


their own forest lands in Washington state during the three years prior to submitting required 183 
documentation; and  184 


• Certifies they do not expect to exceed that average timber volume for ten years after the 185 
department receives the required documentation. 186 


However, a landowner who exceeded or expects to exceed those harvest limits may still be deemed 187 
a “small forest landowner” under circumstances described in RCW 76.09.450. 188 
 189 
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"Small forest landowner long-term application" means a proposal from a small forest landowner 190 
to conduct forest practices activities for terms of three four to fifteen years.  Small forest landowners 191 
as defined in WAC 222-21-010(13) are eligible to submit long-term applications if they meet the 192 
definition of “small forest landowner.” 193 
. . . 194 
 195 
WAC 222-16-050  Classes of forest practices.   196 
*There are four classes of forest practices created by the act.  All forest practices (including those in 197 
Classes I and II) on non-federal forest lands must be conducted in accordance with the forest 198 
practices rules. The department determines the classification of each forest practices proposal. 199 
(1) “Class IV-special.”  Except as provided in WAC 222-16-051, application to conduct forest 200 


practices involving the following circumstances requires an environmental checklist in 201 
compliance with the State Environmental Policy Act (SEPA), and SEPA guidelines, as they 202 
have been determined to have potential for a substantial impact on the environment.  It may 203 
be determined that additional information or a detailed environmental statement is required 204 
before these forest practices may be conductedapproved. 205 


*(a) Aerial application of pesticides in a manner identified as having the potential for a 206 
substantial impact on the environment under WAC 222-16-070 or ground application 207 
of a pesticide within a Type A or B wetland. 208 


(b)  Specific forest practices listed in WAC 222-16-080 on lands designated as critical 209 
habitat (state) of threatened or endangered species. 210 


(c)  Harvesting, road construction, aerial application of pesticides and site preparation on 211 
all lands within the boundaries of any national park, state park, or any park of a local 212 
governmental entity, except harvest of less than five MBF thousand board feet within 213 
any developed park recreation area and park managed salvage of merchantable forest 214 
products. 215 


*(d) Timber harvest, or construction of roads, landings, gravel pits, rock quarries, or spoil 216 
disposal areas, on potentially unstable slopes or landforms described in (d)(i) below 217 
of this subsection that has the potential to deliver sediment or debris to a public 218 
resource or that has the potential to threaten public safety, and which has been field 219 
verified by the department (see WAC 222-10-030 SEPA policies for potentially 220 
unstable slopes and landforms). 221 
(i)  For the purpose of this rule, potentially unstable slopes or landforms are one 222 


of the following:  (See board manual section 16 for more descriptive 223 
definitions.) 224 
(A)  Inner gorges, convergent headwalls, or bedrock hollows with slopes 225 


steeper than thirty-five degrees (seventy percent); 226 
(B)  Toes of deep-seated landslides, with slopes steeper than thirty-three  227 


degrees (sixty-five percent); 228 
(C) Ground water recharge areas for glacial deep-seated landslides; 229 
(D)  Outer edges of meander bends along valley walls or high terraces of 230 


an unconfined meandering stream; or 231 
(E)  Any areas containing features indicating the presence of potential 232 


slope instability which cumulatively indicate the presence of unstable 233 
slopes. 234 


(ii) The department will base its classification of the application or notification 235 
on professional knowledge of the area, information such as soils, geologic or 236 
hazard zonation maps and reports, review of approved watershed analysis 237 
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mass wasting prescriptions according to WAC 222-22-090(6) or other 238 
information provided by the applicant. 239 


(iii)  An application would not be classified as Class IV-special for potentially 240 
unstable slopes or landforms under this subsection if: 241 
(A)  The proposed forest practice is located within a watershed 242 


administrative unit (WAU) that is subject to an approved watershed 243 
analysis; 244 


(B)  The forest practices are to be conducted in accordance with approved 245 
prescriptions from the watershed analysis; and 246 


(C)  The applicable prescriptions are specific to the site or situation, as 247 
opposed to a prescription that calls for additional analysis.  The need 248 
for an expert to determine whether the site contains specific landforms 249 
will not be considered “additional analysis,” as long as specific 250 
prescriptions are established for such landforms. 251 


*(e) Timber harvest, in a watershed administrative unitWAU not subject to an approved 252 
watershed analysis under chapter 222-22 WAC, construction of roads, landings, rock 253 
quarries, gravel pits, borrow pits, and spoil disposal areas on snow avalanche slopes 254 
within those areas designated by the department, in consultation with department of 255 
transportation and local government, as high avalanche hazard where there is the 256 
potential to deliver sediment or debris to a public resource, or the potential to 257 
threaten public safety. 258 


(f)  Timber harvest or construction of roads, landings, rock quarries, gravel pits, borrow 259 
pits, and spoil disposal areas on the following except in (f)(iv) of this subsection: 260 
(i) Archaeological sites or historic archaeological resources as defined in RCW 261 


27.53.030; or 262 
(ii) Historic sites eligible for listing on the National Register of Historic Places or 263 


the Washington Heritage Register as determined by the Washington state 264 
department of archaeology and historic preservation; or 265 


(iii) Sites containing evidence of Native American cairns, graves, or glyptic 266 
records as provided for in chapters 27.44 and 27.53 RCW. The department of 267 
archaeology and historic preservation shall consult with affected Indian tribes 268 
in identifying such sites. 269 


(iv) A forest practice would not be classified as Class IV-special under this 270 
subsection if: 271 
(A) Cultural resources management strategies from an approved 272 


watershed analysis conducted under chapter 222-22 WAC are part of 273 
the proposed forest practices, and the landowner states this in the 274 
application; or 275 


(B) A management plan agreed to by the landowner, the affected Indian 276 
tribe, and the department of archaeology and historic preservation is 277 
part of the proposed application, and the landowner states this in the 278 
application. 279 


*(g) Forest practices subject to an approved watershed analysis conducted under chapter 280 
222-22 WAC in an area of resource sensitivity identified in that analysis which 281 
deviates from the prescriptions (which may include an alternate plan). 282 


*(h) Filling or draining of more than 0.5 acre of a wetland. 283 
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(2) “Class IV-general.”  Applications involving the following circumstances are “Class IV-284 
general” forest practices unless they are listed in “Class IV-special.” Forest practices 285 
applications classified Class IV-general are subject to the SEPA review process described in 286 
(1) of this section. 287 


(a) Forest practices (other than those in Class I) on lands platted after January 1, 1960, as 288 
provided in chapter 58.17 RCW; 289 


(b) Forest practices (other than those in Class I) on lands that have been or are being 290 
converted to another use; 291 


(cb)  Forest practices which that would otherwise be Class III, but which are taking place 292 
on lands which that are not to be reforested because of likelihood of future 293 
conversion to urban development (see WAC 222-16-060 and 222-34-050); or 294 


(dc) Where the regulatory authority for forest practices has not been transferred from the 295 
department to the local governmental entity pursuant to RCW 76.09.240(1), Forest 296 
forest practices involving timber harvesting or road construction on lands that are 297 
contained within urban growth areas, designated pursuant to chapter 36.70A RCW, 298 
except where the forest landowner provides one of the following: 299 
(i) A written statement of intent signed by the forest landowner not to convert to 300 


a use other than commercial forest productstimber operations for ten years. 301 
This statement must be accompanied by either a written forest management 302 
plan acceptable to the department or documentation that the land is enrolled 303 
under the provisions of chapter 84.33 or 84.34 RCW; or 304 


(ii)  A conversion option harvest plan approved by the local governmental entity 305 
and submitted to the department as part of the application. 306 


Upon receipt of an application, the department will determine the lead agency for purposes 307 
of compliance with the SEPA pursuant to WAC 197-11-924 and 197-11-938(4) and RCW 308 
43.21C.037(2).  Such applications are subject to a thirty-day period for approval unless the 309 
lead agency determines a detailed statement under RCW 43.21C.030(2)(c) is required.  Upon 310 
receipt, if the department determines the application is for a proposal that will require a 311 
license permit from a county/citylocal governmental entity acting under the powers 312 
enumerated in RCW 76.09.240, the department shall notify the applicable county/citylocal 313 
governmental entity under WAC 197-11-924 that the department has determined according 314 
to WAC 197-11-938(4) that the county/citylocal governmental entity is the lead agency for 315 
purposes of compliance with SEPA.

(3)  “Class I.”  Those operations Operations that have been determined to have no direct 317 
potential for damaging a public resource are Class I forest practices.  When the conditions 318 
listed in “Class IV-Specialspecial” are not present, these operations may be commenced 319 
without notification or application. 320 
(a)  Culture and harvest of Christmas trees and seedlings. 321 


*(b)  Road maintenance except:  Replacement of bridges and culverts across Type S, F or 322 
flowing Type Np Waters; or movement of material that has a direct potential for 323 
entering Type S, F or flowing Type Np Waters or Type A or B Wetlands. 324 


*(c)  Construction of landings less than one acre in size, if not within a shoreline area of a 325 
Type S Water, the riparian management zone of a Type F Water, the bankfull width 326 
of a Type Np Water, a wetland management zone, a wetland, or the CRGNSA special 327 
management area. 328 
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*(d)  Construction of less than six hundred feet of road on a sideslope of forty percent or 329 
less if the limits of construction are not within the shoreline area of a Type S Water, 330 
the riparian management zone of a Type F Water, the bankfull width of a Type Np 331 
Water, a wetland management zone, a wetland, or the CRGNSA special management 332 
area. 333 


*(e) Installation or removal of a portable water crossing structure where such installation 334 
does not take place within the shoreline area of a Type S Water and does not involve 335 
disturbance of the beds or banks of any waters. 336 


*(f)  Initial installation and replacement of relief culverts and other drainage control 337 
facilities not requiring a hydraulic permit. 338 


(g)  Rocking an existing road. 339 
(h) Loading and hauling timber from landings or decks. 340 
(i) Precommercial thinning and pruning, if not within the CRGNSA special management 341 


area. 342 
(j) Tree planting and seeding. 343 
(k) Cutting and/or removal of less than five thousand board feet of timber (including 344 


live, dead and down material) for personal use (i.e., firewood, fence posts, etc.) in 345 
any twelve-month period, if not within the CRGNSA special management area. 346 


(l)  Emergency fire control and suppression. 347 
(m) Slash burning pursuant to a burning permit (RCW 76.04.205). 348 


*(n) Other slash control and site preparation not involving either off-road use of tractors 349 
on slopes exceeding forty percent or off-road use of tractors within the shorelines of a 350 
Type S Water, the riparian management zone of any Type F Water, or the bankfull 351 
width of a Type Np Water, a wetland management zone, a wetland, or the CRGNSA 352 
special management area. 353 


*(o)  Ground application of chemicals, if not within the CRGNSA special management 354 
area.  (See WAC 222-38-020 and 222-38-030.) 355 


*(p) Aerial application of chemicals (except insecticides), outside of the CRGNSA special 356 
management area when applied to not more than forty contiguous acres if the 357 
application is part of a combined or cooperative project with another landowner and 358 
where the application does not take place within one hundred feet of lands used for 359 
farming, or within two hundred feet of a residence, unless such farmland or residence 360 
is owned by the forest landowner.  Provisions of chapter 222-38 WAC shall apply. 361 


(q)  Forestry research studies and evaluation tests by an established research organization. 362 
*(r)  Any of the following if none of the operation or limits of construction takes place 363 


within the shoreline area of a Type S Water or the riparian management zone of a 364 
Type F Water, the bankfull width of a Type Np Water or flowing Type Ns Water, or 365 
within the CRGNSA special management area and the operation does not involve 366 
off-road use of tractor or wheeled skidding systems on a sideslope of greater than 367 
forty percent: 368 
(i) Any forest practices within the boundaries of existing golf courses. 369 
(ii) Any forest practices within the boundaries of existing cemeteries which are 370 


approved by the cemetery board. 371 
(iii) Any forest practices involving a single landowner where contiguous 372 


ownership is less than two acres in size. 373 
(s)  Removal of beaver structures from culverts on forest roads.  A hydraulics project 374 


approval from the Washington department of fish and wildlife may be required. 375 
(4)  “Class II.”  Certain forest practices have been determined to have a less than ordinary 376 
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potential to damage a public resource and may be conducted as Class II forest practices:  377 
Provided, That that no forest practice enumerated below may be conducted as a Class II 378 
forest practice if the operation requires a hydraulic project approval (RCW 77.55.100021) or 379 
is within a “shorelines of the state,” or involves owner of perpetual timber rights subject to 380 
RCW 76.09.067 (other than renewals).  Such forest practices require an application.  No 381 
forest practice enumerated below may be conducted as a “Class II” forest practice if it takes 382 
place on lands platted after January 1, 1960, as provided in chapter 58.17 RCW, or on lands 383 
that have been or are being converted to another use.  Unless the conditions described in (f) 384 
or (g) of this subsection are met, No no forest practice enumerated below involving timber 385 
harvest or road construction may be conducted as a "Class II" if it takes place within urban 386 
growth areas designated pursuant to chapter 3736.70A RCW. Such forest practices require a 387 
Class IV application.  Class II forest practices are the following: 388 
(a)  Renewal of a prior Class II notification where no change in the nature and extent of 389 


the forest practices is required under rules effective at the time of renewal. 390 
(b) Renewal of a previously approved Class III or IV forest practices application where: 391 


(i)  No modification of the uncompleted operation is proposed; 392 
(ii)  No notices to comply, stop work orders or other enforcement actions are 393 


outstanding with respect to the prior application;  394 
(iii) No change in the nature and extent of the forest practice is required under 395 


rules effective at the time of renewal; and 396 
(iv) The application is not a multiyear permit that is located within an area subject 397 


to reanalysis of a watershed analysis under WAC 222-22-090(6). 398 
*(c) Any of the following if none of the operation or limits of construction takes place 399 


within the riparian management zone of a Type F Water, within the bankfull width of 400 
a Type Np Water, within a wetland management zone, within a wetland, or within the 401 
CRGNSA special management area: 402 
(i)  Construction of advance fire trails. 403 
(ii)  Opening a new pit of, or extending an existing pit by, less than one acre. 404 


*(d) Salvage of logging residue, if none of the operation or limits of construction takes 405 
place within the riparian management zone of a Type F Water, within the bankfull 406 
width of a Type Np Water, within a wetland management zone or within a wetland; 407 
and if none of the operations involve off-road use of tractor or wheeled skidding 408 
systems on a sideslope of greater than forty percent. 409 


*(e)  Any of the following if none of the operation or limits of construction takes place 410 
within the riparian management zone of a Type F Water, within the bankfull width of 411 
a Type Np Water, within a wetland management zone, within a wetland, or within the 412 
CRGNSA special management area, and if none of the operations involve off-road 413 
use of tractor or wheeled skidding systems on a sideslope of greater than forty  414 
percent, and if none of the operations are located on lands with a likelihood of future 415 
conversion (see WAC 222-16-060): 416 
(i)  West of the Cascade summit, partial cutting of forty percent or less of the live 417 


timber volume. 418 
(ii)  East of the Cascade summit, partial cutting of five thousand board feet per 419 


acre or less. 420 
(iii)  Salvage of dead, down, or dying timber if less than forty percent of the total 421 


timber volume is removed in any twelve-month period. 422 
(iv)  Any harvest on less than forty acres. 423 
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(v)  Construction of six hundred or more feet of road, provided that the 424 
department shall be notified at least two business days before commencement 425 
of the construction. 426 


  *(f) Forest practices involving timber harvesting or road construction listed in (a) through 427 
(e) of this subsection within urban growth areas (UGAs) designated pursuant to 428 
chapter 36.70A RCW, if the landowner provides one of the following: 429 
(i) A written statement of intent signed by the forest landowner not to convert to 430 


a use other than commercial timber operations for ten years. This statement 431 
must be accompanied by either a written forest management plan acceptable 432 
to the department, or documentation that the land is enrolled under the 433 
provisions of chapter 84.33 or 84.34 RCW; or   434 


(ii)  A conversion option harvest plan approved by the local governmental entity 435 
and submitted to the department as part of the application. 436 


*(g) Forest practices listed in (a) through (e) of this subsection within UGAs, and where 437 
the regulatory authority for forest practices has been transferred to the local 438 
governmental entity pursuant to RCW 76.09.240(1), may nonetheless be Class II 439 
forest practices and regulated by the department if: 440 


 (i) The forest practice is on a landowner’s ownership of contiguous forest land 441 
equal to or greater than twenty acres; and  442 


 (ii) The landowner provides documentation described in (4)(f)(i) or (4)(f)(ii) of 443 
this section. 444 


(5)  “Class III.”  Forest practices not listed under Classes IV, I or II above are “Class III” forest 445 
practices.  Among Class III forest practices are the following: 446 
(a)  Those requiring hydraulic project approval (RCW 77.55.100021). 447 


*(b)  Those within the shorelines of the state other than those in a Class I forest practice. 448 
*(c)  Aerial application of insecticides, except where classified as a Class IV forest 449 


practice. 450 
*(d)  Aerial application of chemicals (except insecticides), except where classified as Class 451 


I or IV forest practices. 452 
*(e)  Harvest or salvage of timber except where classed as Class I, II or IV forest practices. 453 
*(f)  All road construction except as listed in Classes I, II and IV forest practices. 454 


(g)  Opening of new pits or extensions of existing pits over one acre. 455 
*(h)  Road maintenance involving: 456 


(i)  Replacement of bridges or culverts across Type S, F or flowing Type Np 457 
Waters; or 458 


(ii) Movement of material that has a direct potential for entering Type S, F or 459 
flowing Type Np Waters or Type A or B Wetlands. 460 


(i) Operations involving owner of perpetual timber rights subject to RCW 76.09.067. 461 
(j) Site preparation or slash abatement not listed in Classes I or IV forest practices. 462 
(k) Harvesting, road construction, site preparation or aerial application of pesticides on 463 


lands which contain cultural, historic or archaeological resources which, at the time 464 
the application or notification is filed, have been identified to the department as being 465 
of interest to an affected Indian tribe. 466 


(l) Harvesting exceeding nineteen acres in a designated difficult regeneration area. 467 
(m) Utilization of an alternate plan.  See WAC 222-12-040. 468 


*(n) Any filling of wetlands, except where classified as Class IV forest practices. 469 
*(o) Multiyear permits. 470 
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*(p) Small forest landowner long-term applications that are not classified Class IV-special 471 
or Class IV-general, or renewals of previously approved Class III or IV long-term 472 
applications. 473 


*(q) Forest practices involving timber harvesting or road construction listed in (a) through 474 
(p) of this subsection within urban growth areas (UGAs) designated pursuant to 475 
chapter 36.70A RCW, if the landowner provides documentation described in (4)(f)(i) 476 
or (4)(f)(ii) of this section. 477 


*(r) Forest practices listed in (a) through (p) of this subsection within UGAs, and where 478 
the regulatory authority for forest practices has been transferred to the local 479 
governmental entity pursuant to RCW 76.09.240(1), may nonetheless be Class III 480 
forest practices and regulated by the department if: 481 
(i) The forest practice is on a landowner’s ownership of contiguous forest land 482 


equal to or greater than twenty acres; and  483 
(ii) The landowner provides documentation described in (4)(f)(i) or (4)(f)(ii) of this 484 


section. 485

CHAPTER 222-20 WAC 487 
 488 


WAC 222-20-010  Applications and notifications - Policy.  489 
(1)  No Class II, III or IV forest practices shall be commenced or continued unless the 490 


department has received a notification for Class II forest practices, or approved an 491 
application for Class III or IV forest practices pursuant to the act.  Where the time limit for 492 
the department to act on the application has expired, and none of the conditions in WAC 493 
222-20-020(1) exist, the operation may commence.  (NOTE:  OTHER LAWS AND RULES 494 
AND/OR PERMIT REQUIREMENTS MAY APPLY.  SEE CHAPTER 222-50 WAC.) 495 


(2)  The department shall prescribe the form and contents of the notification and application 496 
and the information required for the department to approve or disapprove the application. 497 


(3)  Except as provided in subpart subsection (4) belowof this section, applications and 498 
notifications shall be signed by the landowner, the timber owner and the operator, or the 499 
operator and accompanied by a consent form signed by the timber owner and the landowner.  500 
A consent form may be another document if it is signed by the landowner(s) and it contains a 501 
statement acknowledging that he/she is familiar with the Forest Practices Act, including the 502 
provisions dealing with conversion to another use (RCW 76.09.060(3)). 503 


(4) In lieu of a landowner’s signature, where the timber rights have been transferred by deed to a 504 
perpetual owner who is different from the forest landowner, the owner of perpetual timber 505 
rights may sign a forest practices application or notification for operations not converting to 506 
another use and the statement of intent not to convert for a set period of time.  The holder of 507 
perpetual timber rights shall serve the signed forest practices application or notification and 508 
the signed statement of intent on the forest landowner.  The forest practices application shall 509 
not be considered complete until the holder of perpetual timber rights has submitted 510 
evidence acceptable to the department that such service has occurred. 511 


(5) Where an application for a conversion is not signed by the landowner or accompanied by a 512 
consent form, as outlined in subsection (3) of this section, the department shall not approve 513 
the application.  Applications and notifications for the development or maintenance of utility 514 
rights of way shall not be considered to be conversions. 515 


(6)  Transfer of the approved application or notification to a new landowner, timber owner or 516 
operator requires written notice by the former landowner or timber owner to the department 517 
and should include the original application or notification number.  This written notice shall 518 
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be in a form acceptable to the department and shall contain an affirmation signed by the new 519 
landowner, timber owner, or operator, as applicable, that he/she agrees to be bound by all 520 
conditions on the approved application or notification.  In the case of a transfer of an 521 
application previously approved without the landowner’s signature, the new timber owner or 522 
operator must submit a bond securing compliance with the requirements of the forest 523 
practices rules as determined necessary by the department.  If an application or notification 524 
indicates that the landowner or timber owner is also the operator, or an operator signed the 525 
application, no notice need be given regarding any change in subcontractors or similar 526 
independent contractors working under the supervision of the operator of record. 527 


(7)  Applications and notifications, if complete, will be considered officially received on the 528 
date and time shown on any registered or certified mail receipt, or the written receipt given 529 
at the time of personal delivery, or at the time of receipt by general mail delivery.  The 530 
department will immediately provide a dated receipt to the applicant. Applications or 531 
notifications that are not complete, or are inaccurate will not be considered officially 532 
received until the applicant furnishes the necessary information to complete the application.   533 
(a) A review statement from the U.S. Forest Service that evaluates compliance of the 534 


forest practices with the Columbia River Gorge National Scenic Area Act 535 
(CRGNSA) special management area guidelines is necessary information for an 536 
application or notification within the CRGNSA special management area. The 537 
review statement requirement shall be waived if the applicant can demonstrate the 538 
U.S. Forest Service received a complete plan application and failed to act within 539 
forty-five days.   540 


(b) An A complete environmental checklist (WAC 197-11-315) is necessary information 541 
for all Class IV applications.   542 


(c) A local governmental entity clearing and/or grading permit is necessary information 543 
for all Class IV applications on lands that have been or will be converted to a use 544 
other than commercial timber production operations or on lands which have been 545 
platted after January 1, 1960, as provided in chapter 58.17 RCW, if the local 546 
governmental entity has jurisdiction and has an ordinance requiring such permit.   547 


(d)  A checklist road maintenance and abandonment plan is necessary information for all 548 
small forest landowners' applications or notifications for timber harvest (including 549 
salvage), unless exempt under WAC 222-24-0511, or unless the application is a 550 
small forest landowner long-term application which requires a roads assessment.  551 


(8)  An operator’s name, if known, must be included on any forest practices application or 552 
notification.  The landowner or timber owner must provide notice of hiring or change of 553 
operator to the department within forty-eight hours.  The department shall promptly notify 554 
the landowner if the operator is subject to a notice of intent to disapprove under WAC 222-555 
46-070.  Once notified, the landowner will not permit the operator, who is subject to a notice 556 
of intent to disapprove, to conduct the forest practices specified in the application or 557 
notification, or any other forest practices until such notice of intent to disapprove is removed 558 
by the department. 559 


(9)  Financial assurances may be required by the department prior to the approval of any future 560 
forest practices application or notification to an operator or landowner under the provisions 561 
of WAC 222-46-090. 562 


WAC 222-20-015  Multiyear permits.   563 
Landowners may apply for multiyear permits to conduct forest practices for four or five years in the 564 
following situations: 565 
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(1) Where a watershed analysis has been approved for a WAU under WAC 222-22-080,  a  566 
landowner(s) may apply for a multiyear permit.  The information provided and level of detail 567 
for the application must be comparable to that required for a twothree-year permit.  At a 568 
minimum, the applications for these permits must include: 569 
(a)  A description of the forest practices to be conducted during the period requested for 570 


the permit, and a map(s) showing their locations; and 571 
(b)  Prescriptions must be identified where operations are proposed within or include 572 


areas of resource sensitivity. 573 
(2) A Where a landowner with an approved road maintenance and abandonment plan (other than 574 


a checklist road maintenance and abandonment plan) has been approved under WAC 222-575 
24-051, a landowner may apply for a multiyear permit to perform road maintenance, road 576 
abandonment, and/or associated right of way timber harvest, if the schedule for 577 
implementing the plan is longer than two three years.   578 


(3)  A Where an alternate plan has been approved under WAC 222-12-0401, a landowner may 579 
apply for a multiyear permit to perform an approvedthe activities in the alternate plan. 580 


 581 
WAC 222-20-016 Small forest landowner long-term applications.  582 
(1)  Application.  A small forest landowner may submit a forest practices application that 583 


includes planned forest practices activities on all or part of a landowner's ownership within 584 
one of the department's geographic region boundaries.  The application can be for terms of 585 
three four to fifteen years at the discretion of the landowner.  The landowner will submit the 586 
application to the department in two steps. 587 


(2) Review of proposed application. 588 
 (a)  Step 1:  Resource and roads assessment review.  The landowner will submit the 589 


resource and roads assessment portion of the application.  As part of the review, the 590 
department will determine any additional known resources or threats to public safety 591 
and initiate one or more site reviews in consultation with the department of ecology, 592 
the department of fish and wildlife, and the affected Indian tribes.  The department 593 
will notify the landowner and the landowner's representative to attend the site 594 
review(s).  Within forty-five days of receiving the complete assessment, the 595 
department will notify the landowner in writing of its validation or rejection of the 596 
assessment.  If rejected, the department will provide a written statement to the 597 
landowner explaining why the assessment was rejected. 598 


 (b) Step 2:  Resource protection strategies review.  The department will accept for 599 
review the resource protection strategies portion of the long-term application after the 600 
department validates Step 1.  The required elements of Step 2 will include a 601 
description of proposed forest practices activities and strategies for protection of all 602 
resources identified in Step 1.  The department will approve, condition, or disapprove 603 
Step 2 within forty-five days of receiving the complete Step 2 portion, except if a 604 
detailed environmental statement is necessary, additional time for approval or 605 
disapproval as specified in RCW 76.09.050 will be required.  If disapproved, the 606 
department will provide a written statement to the landowner explaining why the 607 
proposed strategies were disapproved. 608 


(3) Activity notice.  At least five business days before a landowner starts an approved forest 609 
practices activity the landowner will submit to the department an activity notice in a format 610 
acceptable to the department. 611 


(4) Amendments to long-term applications. 612 
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 (a) The department may authorize nonsubstantial amendments as authorized in WAC 613 
222-20-060. 614 


 (b)  If the board considers new or amended rules to achieve resource protection objectives, 615 
the department and the board will do the following regarding existing approved long-616 
term applications: 617 


 (i)  The department, in consultation with the departments of ecology, fish and 618 
wildlife, and affected Indian tribes will review, and if necessary analyze the 619 
effects of approved long-term applications on the public resources the proposed 620 
rules are intended to protect. 621 


 (ii)  The department will report the results of its review and/or analysis to the board 622 
prior to rule adoption. 623 


 (iii)  Upon rule adoption, the board may direct the department to condition existing 624 
approved long-term applications to protect resources. 625 


 (iv) The department will notify impacted landowners in writing of the board's 626 
decision. 627 


WAC 222-20-020  Application time limits.   628 
(1) When the department officially receives an application, the department will approve, 629 


condition or disapprove it within thirty calendar days for Class III and Class IV forest 630 
practices, except: 631 
(a) To the extent the department is prohibited from approving the application by the act. 632 
(b) For “Class IV” applications when the department or the lead agency has determined 633 


that a detailed environmental statement must be made, the application must be 634 
approved, conditioned or disapproved within sixty days, unless the commissioner of 635 
public lands promulgates a formal order specifying a later date for completion of the 636 
detailed environmental statement and final action on the application.  At least ten 637 
days before promulgation of such an order extending the time, the applicant shall be 638 
given written notice that the department is requesting such extension; giving the 639 
reasons the process cannot be completed within such period; and stating that the 640 
applicant may comment in writing to the commissioner of public lands or obtain an 641 
informal conference with the department regarding the proposed extension. 642 


(c) When they involve lands described in (c)(i), (ii), through or (iv)(iii) of this 643 
subsection, the applicable time limit shall be no less than fourteen business days from 644 
transmittal to the local governmental entity unless the local governmental entity has 645 
waived its right to object or has consented to approval of the application: 646 
(i) Lands platted after January 1, 1960, as provided in chapter 58.17 RCW; 647 
(ii) Lands that have been or are being converted to another use; 648 
(iiiii) Lands which that are will not to be reforested because of likelihood of future 649 


conversion to urban development (see WAC 222-16-060 and 222-2420-050); 650 
or 651 


(iviii) Forest practices involving timber harvesting or road construction on lands that 652 
are contained within urban growth areas, designated pursuant to chapter 653 
36.70A RCW. 654 


(d)  Applications for multiyear permits will be approved, conditioned, or disapproved 655 
within forty-five days of the department receiving a complete application, except if a 656 
detailed environmental statement is necessary, additional time for approval or 657 
disapproval as specified in RCW 76.09.050 will be required. 658 
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(e)  Small forest landowner long-term applications will be reviewed in two steps as 659 
described in WAC 222-20-016.  The department will review Step 1 and issue a 660 
decision within forty-five days of receiving a complete resource and roads 661 
assessment.  The department will review and approve, condition, or disapprove Step 662 
2 within forty-five days of receiving a complete resource protection strategies portion 663 
of the long-term application, except if a detailed environmental statement is 664 
necessary, additional time for approval or disapproval as specified in RCW 665 
76.09.050 will be required. 666 


(2) Unless the local governmental entity has waived its rights under the act or consents to 667 
approval, the department shall not approve an application involving lands platted after 668 
January 1, 1960, as provided in chapter 58.17 RCW, or lands that have been or are being  669 
converted to another use until at least fourteen business days from the date of transmittal to 670 
the local governmental entity. 671 


(3) Where a notification is submitted for operations which the department determines involve 672 
Class III or IV forest practices, the department shall issue a stop work order or take other 673 
appropriate action.  If the operations were otherwise in compliance with the act and forest 674 
practices rules, no penalty should be imposed for those operations which occurred prior to 675 
the enforcement action:  Provided, That that no damage to a public resource resulted from 676 
such operations, and the operations commenced more than five days from receipt by the 677 
department of the notification. 678 


(43) If the department fails to approve or disapprove an application or any portion thereof 679 
within the applicable time limit, the application shall be deemed approved and the operation 680 
may commence except that this provision shall not apply where: 681 
(a) The local governmental entity objects and the application involves lands platted after 682 


January 1, 1960, as provided in chapter 58.17 RCW, or lands that have been or are 683 
being converted to a use other than commercial timber operations where the county’s 684 
local governmental entity’s right of objection is fourteen business days which may be 685 
longer than the approval time limit. 686 


(b) The department is prohibited from approving the application by the act. 687 
(c) Compliance with the State Environmental Policy Act requires additional time. 688 


(54) If seasonal field conditions prevent the department from being able to properly evaluate the 689 
application, the department may disapprove the application until field conditions allow for 690 
an on-site review.  691 


WAC 222-20-040  Approval conditions.   692 
(1) Whenever an approved application authorizes a forest practice which, because of soil 693 


condition, proximity to a water course or other unusual factor, has a potential for causing 694 
material damage to a public resource, as determined by the department, the applicant shall, 695 
when requested on the approved application, notify the department two business days before 696 
the commencement of actual operations. 697 


(2)  All approvals are subject to any conditions stipulated on the approved application and to 698 
any subsequent additional requirements set forth in a stop work order or a notice to comply. 699 


(3)  Local governmental entity conditions - Class IV-general applications. 700 
(a)  RCW 76.09.240(46) allows a local governmental entity to exercise limited land use 701 


planning or zoning authority on certain types of forest practices.  This subsection is 702 
designed to ensure that local governmental entities exercise this authority consistent 703 
with chapter 76.09 RCW and the rules in Title 222 WAC.  The system provided for 704 
in this subsection is optional. 705 
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(b)  This subsection only applies to Class IV general applications on lands that have been 706 
or are being converted to a use other than commercial timber production operationsor 707 
to Class IV general applications on lands which have been platted after January 1, 708 
1960, as provided in chapter 58.17 RCW. 709 


(c)  The After determining that an application is Class IV-general, the department shall 710 
transmit the applications to the appropriate local governmental entity within two 711 
business days from the date the department officially receives the application. 712 


(d)  The department shall condition the application consistent with the request of the local 713 
governmental entity if: 714 
(i) The local governmental entity has adopted a clearing and/or grading 715 


ordinance that addresses the items listed in (e) of this subsection and requires 716 
a permit; 717 


(ii) The local governmental entity has issued a permit under the ordinance in (i) 718 
that contains the requested conditions; and 719 


(iii) The local governmental entity has entered into an interagency agreement with 720 
the department consistent with WAC 222-50-030 addressing enforcement of 721 
forest practices. 722 


(e) The local governmental entity conditions may only cover: 723 
(i)  The location and character of open space and/or vegetative buffers; 724 
(ii)  The location and design of roads; 725 
(iii)  The retention of trees for bank stabilization, erosion prevention, and/or storm 726 


water management; or 727 
(iv)  The protection of critical areas designated pursuant to chapter 36.70A RCW. 728 


(f)  Local The local governmental entity conditions shall be filed file its conditions  with 729 
the department within twenty-nine days of the department’s official receipt of the 730 
application or within fourteen business days of the transmittal of the application to 731 
the local governmental entity or one day before the department acts on the 732 
application, whichever is later. 733 


(g) The department shall incorporate local governmental entity conditions consistent 734 
with this subsection as conditions of the forest practices approval. 735 


(h) Any exercise of local governmental entity authority consistent with this subsection 736 
shall be considered consistent with the forest practices rules in this chapter. 737 


(4) Lead agency mitigation measures. 738 
(a) This subsection is designed to specify procedures for a mitigated DNS process that 739 


are consistent with chapters 76.09 and 43.21C RCW and the rules in Title 222 WAC 740 
and chapter 197-11 WAC. 741 


(b)  This subsection applies to all Class IV applications in which the department is not the 742 
lead agency under the State Environmental Policy Act.  (See WAC 197-11-758.) 743 


(c)  The department shall transmit the application to the lead agency within two business 744 
days from the date the department officially receives the application. 745 


(d)  The lead agency may specify mitigation measures pursuant to WAC 197-11-350. 746 
(e)  The lead agency threshold determination and any mitigation measures must be filed 747 


with the department within the later of twenty-nine days of the official receipt of the 748 
application by the department, fourteen business days of the transmittal of the 749 
application to the lead agency if the lead agency is a local governmental entity; or one 750 
day before the department acts on the application. 751 
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(f)  Unless the applicant clarifies or changes the application to include mitigation 752 
measures specified by the lead agency, the department must disapprove the  753 
application or require an environmental impact statement. (See WAC 197-11-738.) 754 
DNR will review the forest practices applications and the mitigation measures to 755 
ensure that they are consistent. If the application and the lead agency’s mitigation 756 
measures are not consistent, such that the application proposes forest practices that 757 
go beyond the required mitigation, the department will disapprove the application or 758 
incorporatate the applicable lead agency conditions with the department’s approval. 759 


(g) If the department does not receive a threshold determination from the lead agency by 760 
the time it must act on the application, the department shall disapprove the 761 
application. 762 


(5)  Small forest landowner approval conditions. The department shall not disapprove a small 763 
forest landowner's application or notification on the basis that fish passage barriers have not 764 
been removed or replaced if the landowner has committed to participate in the department's 765 
family forest fish passage program for: 766 
(a) Any barriers on their forest roads located within the boundaries of their application 767 


or notification; and 768 
(b) Any barriers on their forest roads needed for their proposed forest practice, but 769 


located outside the boundaries of the application or notification. 770 
(6) CRGNSA special management area. 771 


(a)  Policy. The states of Oregon and Washington have entered into a Compact 772 
preauthorized by Congress to implement the CRGNSA Act, 16 U.S.C. §§ 544, et seq. 773 
chapter 43.97 RCW, 16 U.S.C. § 544c.  The purposes of the CRGNSA Act are: 774 
(i) To establish a national scenic area to protect and provide for the enhancement 775 


of the scenic, cultural, recreational, and natural resources of the Columbia 776 
River Gorge; and 777 


(ii) To protect and support the economy of the Columbia River Gorge area by 778 
encouraging growth to occur in existing urban areas and by allowing future 779 
economic development in a manner that is consistent with paragraph (1).  16 780 
U.S.C. § 544a. 781 


 The forest practices rules addressing forest practices in the CRGNSA special 782 
management area recognize the intent of Congress and the states expressed in 783 
the CRGNSA Act and Compact and the intent of the Washington state 784 
legislature in the Forest Practices Act.  These rules are designed to recognize 785 
the public interest in sound natural resource protection provided by the Act 786 
and the Compact, including the protection to public resources, recreation, and 787 
scenic beauty.  These rules are designed to achieve a comprehensive system 788 
of laws and rules for forest practices in the CRGNSA special management 789 
area which avoids unnecessary duplication, provides for interagency input 790 
and intergovernmental and tribal coordination and cooperation, considers 791 
reasonable land use planning goals contained in the CRGNSA management 792 
plan, and fosters cooperation among public resources managers, forest 793 
landowners, tribes and the citizens. 794 


(b) The CRGNSA special management area guidelines shall apply to all forest practices 795 
within the CRGNSA special management area.  Other forest practices rules also 796 
apply to these forest practices.  To the extent these other rules are inconsistent with 797 
the guidelines, the more restrictive requirement controls.  To the extent there is an 798 
incompatibility between the guidelines and another rule, the guidelines control.  799 
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Copies of the guidelines can be obtained from the department’s Southeast and Pacific 800 
Cascade regional offices and Olympia office, as well as from the Columbia River 801 
Gorge commission and the U.S. Forest Service. 802 


(c)  The department shall review and consider the U.S. Forest Service review statement 803 
and shall consult with the U.S. Forest Service and the Columbia River Gorge 804 
commission prior to making any determination on conditioning an application or 805 
notification within the CRGNSA special management area. 806 


WAC 222-20-050  Conversion of forest land to nonforest use.   807 
(1) If an application to harvest signed by the landowner indicates that within three years after 808 


completion, the forest land will be converted to a specified active use which that is 809 
incompatible with a use other than commercial timber growing operations, the reforestation 810 
requirements of these ruleschapter 222-34 WAC shall not apply, and the information relating 811 
to reforestation on the application form need not be supplied.  However, if such the  812 
specified active use is not initiated within three years after such the harvest is completed, the 813 
reforestation requirements (see chapter 222-34 WAC) shall apply and such reforestation 814 
shall be completed within 1 one additional year. 815 


(2) For Class II, III, and IV special forest practices, if a landowner wishes to maintain the option 816 
for conversion to a use other than commercial timber growing, the landowner may request 817 
the appropriate local governmental entity to approve a conversion option harvest plan.  This 818 
plan, if approved by the local governmental entity and followed by the landowner, shall 819 
release the landowner from the six-year moratorium on future development, but does not 820 
create any other rights.  The conversion option harvest plan shall be attached to the 821 
application or notification as a condition.  Violation of the conversion option harvest plan 822 
will result in the reinstatement of the local governmental entity’s right to the six-year 823 
moratorium.  Reforestation requirements will not be waived in the conversion option harvest 824 
plan.  Reforestation rules shall apply at the completion of the harvest operation as required in 825 
chapter 222-34 WAC.  Nothing herein shall preclude the local governmental entity from 826 
charging a fee to approve such a plan.  (See RCW 76.09.060 (3)(b)(i).) If a landowner who 827 
did not state an intent to convert decides to convert to a nonforestry use within six years of 828 
receiving an approved forest practices application or notification, the landowner must: 829 
(a)  Stop all forest practices activities on the parcels subject to conversion; 830 
(b)   Contact the department of ecology and the applicable local governmental entity to 831 


begin the permitting process; and 832 
(c)   Notify the department and withdraw any related applications or notifications, or 833 


request a new application for conversion. 834 
Upon request from the local governmental entity, the department will provide the status of 835 
the landowner’s related applications and notifications, and any final orders or decisions. 836 


(3) If the application or notification does not state that any land covered by the application or 837 
notification will be or is intended to be converted to a specified active use incompatible with 838 
commercial timber growing, or if the forest practice takes place without a required 839 
application or notification, then the provisions of RCW 76.09.060 (3)(b)(i) regarding the six-840 
year moratorium apply. 841 


(4)  A notice of a conversion to a nonforestry use issued by the department under the provisions 842 
of RCW 76.09.060 (3)(b) may be appealed to the appeals board in accordance with RCW 843 
43.21B.110 and 43.21B.230. 844

 846 
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NEW SECTION 847 
WAC 222-20-051 Conversion option harvest plans. 848 
(1) For Class II, III, and IV-special forest practices, if a landowner wishes to maintain the option 849 


to convert forest land to a use other than commercial timber operations, the landowner may 850 
request the appropriate local governmental entity to approve a conversion option harvest 851 
plan. 852 


(2) If a local governmental entity approves a plan, the landowner must attach it to the forest 853 
practices application or notification. 854 


(3) The plan will be a condition of the approved application or notification.  855 
(4) Violation of the plan will result in the development prohibitions or the conditions described 856 


in RCW 76.09.460. 857 
(5) Reforestation requirements will not be waived regardless of the existence of a conversion 858 


option harvest plan. 859 
 860 
NEW SECTION 861 
WAC 222-20-052 Notice of conversion to nonforestry use. 862 
(1) Under the provisions of RCW 76.09.060(3)(b), if harvest takes place without an approved 863 


application or notification, or the landowner did not state that any land covered by the 864 
application or notification is intended to be converted to a use other than commercial timber 865 
operations, then the department and the appropriate local governmental entity will follow the 866 
process described in subsections (2) and (3) of this section. 867 


(2) When the department or local governmental entity becomes aware of conversion activities 868 
the department will send to the department of ecology and the appropriate local 869 
governmental entitities the following documents: 870 
(a) A notice of conversion to nonforestry use; 871 
(b) A copy of the applicable forest practices application or notification, if any; and 872 
(c) Copies of any applicable outstanding final orders or decisions issued by the 873 


department related to the forest practices application or notification. 874 
(3) When a local governmental entity receives a notice of conversion to a nonforestry use from 875 


the department, it will follow the requirements of RCW 76.09.460.  876 
(4)  A notice of a conversion to a nonforestry use issued by the department under the provisions 877 


of RCW 76.09.060(3)(b) and this section may be appealed to the appeals board in 878 
accordance with RCW 43.21B.110 and 43.21B.230. 879 


 880 
WAC 222-20-080  Application and notification expiration.   881 
(1) The approval given by the department to an application to conduct a forest practice shall be 882 


effective for a term of two three years from the date of approval, with the following 883 
exceptions: 884 


 (a) Multiyear permits are effective for three tofour or five years. 885 
 (b) Small forest landowner long-term applications are effective for terms of three four to 886 


fifteen years. 887 
(2) A notification is effective for a term of two three years beginning five days from the date it is 888 


officially received. 889 
(3) An application or notification may be renewed for one additional three-year term by 890 


submitting a renewal in a form acceptable to the department. 891 
 892 
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1. Introduction 
 
Several forest practices rules in Title 222 WAC are inconsistent with the Forest Practices Act 
(chapter 76.09 RCW) due to changes in law that occurred in 2007, 2011, and 2012. The proposed 
rules eliminate those inconsistencies, and make additional corrections and clarifications to certain 
WACs. 
 
Eliminating inconsistencies with the Forest Practices Act 
 
• Affected rules: WAC 222-20-050(2) and WAC 222-20-052 (new) 


Pertinent laws: RCWs 76.09.060, -.460, and -.470 
 


2SSB 5883 (2007) replaced the mandatory six-year building moratorium with a process 
involving a notice of conversion to nonforestry use. Under the amended law if a landowner 
begins conversion activities without an approved forest practices application (FPA), or fails to 
state in an FPA that the land subject to the application will be converted, DNR must send a 
notice of conversion to nonforestry use to the Department of Ecology and the local 
governmental entity (LGE) where the land is located, and the landowner must follow specific 
steps to begin the permitting process. 
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• Affected rule: WAC 222-16-050  
Pertinent law: RCW 76.09.240 


 
SHB 1409 (2007) changed RCW 76.09.240. This law relates to the transfer of forest 
practices regulatory authority within urban growth areas (UGAs) from DNR to LGEs. One of 
the changes in 2007 was to exclude ownerships of 20 or more contiguous forest land acres from 
the transfer to the LGE if the landowner documents the intent not to convert to a 
nonforestry use. DNR maintains regulatory authority in these cases. 


 
The proposed rule changes in “Class IV-general”, “Class II”, and “Class III” show that 
classifications of FPAs on this category of forest land are not Class IV-general, and can be 
Class II, III, or IV-special. 
 


• Affected rules: WAC 222-16-050 and WACs 222-20-010, -020, and -040 
Pertinent law: RCW 76.09.050 


 
HB 1582 (2011) eliminated “lands platted after January 1, 1960” as a criterion for Class IV 
FPA classification. 
 


• Affected rules:  WACs 222-12-035 and -0401; WAC 222-16-010; WACs 222-20-015, -016, 
and -080 
Pertinent law: RCW 76.09.060 
 
2ESSB 6406 (2012) added a year to FPA effective terms.  


 
Corrections and clarifications 
 
In addition to the rules amended for consistency with the Forest Practices Act, corrections and 
clarifications are proposed in the following rules: WAC 222-08-032; WACs 222-12-035, -0401, and 
-0402; WACs 222-16-010 and -050; WACs 222-20-010, -015, -020, -040, -050, and -051 (new). 
 
2. Differences between proposed and final rule 
 
The language in WAC 222-16-050(4) “Class II” and (5) “Class III” is simplified. In the proposed 
rule, language was inserted to explain that certain FPAs for forest lands within UGAs should not be 
classified Class IV-general. The final rule language in those subsections serves the same purpose as 
the proposed rule language, except: 


• It is made more succinct by using cross references (i.e., eliminating unnecessary language 
repetition) and using an acronym for urban growth areas (UGAs) where practical.; and 


• It now includes “involving timber harvest or road construction” in the opening sentences of 
(4)(f) and (5)(q) for consistency with RCW 76.09.050(1) Class IV(c). 


 
The final rule also contains some additional corrections to existing language in WACs 222-12- 
0401and -0402, WAC 222-16-050, and WACs 222-20-010, -015, and -020. 
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3. Summary of Comments 
 
One verbal comment was received at the October 10, 2012 hearing and subsequently withdrawn.

SUBJECT: Spotted Owl Conservation Advisory Group Update and Membership 
 
Annual November updates regarding evaluations by the Spotted Owl Conservation Advisory Group are 
required to be presented to the Board under WAC 222-16-010“Spotted owl conservation advisory 
group”. 
 
This group evaluates the need, based on available habitat, to maintain northern spotted owl site centers 
while the Board completes its evaluation of rules affecting the owl. The Advisory Group is convened to 
conduct evaluations when the Washington Department of Fish and Wildlife (WDFW) approves surveys 
demonstrating the absence of northern spotted owls within the suitable habitat supporting a northern 
spotted owl site center.  
 
Within the last year there were no northern spotted owl surveys submitted for review and approval to the 
WDFW. As such, the Spotted Owl Conservation Advisory Group did not meet.  
 
The recent departure of Bridget Moran from the Department of Natural Resources has created a vacancy in 
the Spotted Owl Conservation Advisory Group. The rule that describes this group, WAC 222-16-010, states: 
 


 "Spotted owl conservation advisory group" means a three-person advisory group 
designated by the board as follows:  One person shall be a representative of Washington's 
forest products industry, one person shall be a representative of a Washington-based 
conservation organization actively involved with spotted owl conservation, and one person 
shall be a representative of the department's forest practices program. Members of the 
group shall have a detailed working knowledge of spotted owl habitat relationships and 
factors affecting northern spotted owl conservation. On an annual basis, beginning 
November 2010, the board will determine whether this group's function continues to be 
needed for spotted owl conservation.” 


 
At the November meeting I will request you confirm the Board’s support of the Spotted Owl 
Conservation Advisory Group, and your approval of Aaron Everett, Deputy Supervisor for Forest 
Practices and Federal Relations, to serve as the Department of Natural Resources representative on this 
group.

Therefore, Forest Practices staff has 
initiated development of guidance for the new Forest Practices Hydraulic Project board manual 
section; and is preparing to initiate work amending Section 22, Guidelines for Adaptive Management 
Program.

SUBJECT: Policy Priorities Staff Report 
 
The Forests and Fish Policy Committee (Policy) is continuing to work toward the completion of its top 
two priorities; development of the Type – N Water strategy and a comprehensive review of the Type – F 
Water rule. 
 


Type – N Water Strategy 
The Policy Type – N subcommittee has scheduled meetings to complete their review of strategies to 
identify a process to find the upper most point of perennial flow in Type – N Waters and assure that the 
CMER Type – N effectiveness monitoring projects will provide needed information to make policy 
determinations on rule effectiveness. The subcommittee is reviewing a report prepared by a technical ad-
hoc group based on reviews of Type – N field studies, the existing processes being used for determining 
the upper most point of perennial flow in Type – N Waters, and the draft forest practices board manual to 
identify the upper most point of perennial flow in Type – N Waters. Once the review is completed, the 
Policy subcommittee will develop recommendations for Policy to consider. Completion of this 
comprehensive strategy will accomplish a Clean Water Act Assurances milestone. 
 


Type – F Water Typing  
The Policy Type – F subcommittee has scheduled meetings to assess the effectiveness of the current 
processes for determining the Type – F/N Water break and the interplay between the interim and 
permanent Type – F Water rules. This assessment has revealed that many process improvements have 
been completed within the Department of Natural Resources and with Agency and other stakeholder 
interactions.  An operational and technical committee is due to complete an evaluation of the interplay 
between the interim and permanent rule by December.  As work on the Type – N Water Strategy winds 
down, the Policy Type – F subcommittee will review the process improvements and the interplay 
evaluation and from that develop a course of action that may lead to recommendations to Policy for the 
transition from the interim water typing rule to a permanent rule.

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NORTHERN SPOTTED OWL IMPLEMENTATION TEAM 
WORK PLAN  


 


On February 10, 2010 the Forest Practices Board (Board) accepted the consensus recommendations of the Northern Spotted Owl Policy Working Group, 
and directed DNR to form an Implementation Team (NSOIT) of five members: DNR, WDFW, industry, conservation caucus, and a land trust group.  
 
The Board also directed the NSOIT to develop a work plan, including prioritization, and directed the team to coordinate with the federal agencies with 
regard to the Barred Owl control experiments.  
 
In addition, the Board directed the NSOIT to formally convene a technical team to assess spatial and temporal allocation of conservation efforts on 
nonfederal lands using best available science.  
 
While the Board has been provided regular status updates of the NSOIT’s work items, the following represents the group’s formal prioritized work plan, 
and is intended to provide information relative to the status and next steps of each recommendation. Information in the work plan will be modified as 
progress is made on existing tasks, when new tasks are identified, etc. 
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Item Status Next Steps 
Endorse a Voluntary Incentives 
Program For Landowners to Achieve 
Conservation Goals  


Members of the NSOIT are investigating the feasibility of convening 
a conservation funding summit in the winter, which may include a 
panel of landowners, land trusts, conservation organizations, and 
economists to explore issues related to funding conservation 
actions and to explore the question: “under what conditions are 
landowners willing to pursue transactions related to conservation?”  
 
Bettina Von Hagan (EcoTrust) & Cindy Mitchell (WFPA) 
interviewed an expert in the field of forest incentives (Becca 
Madsen, Biodiversity Program Manager at Ecosystem Marketplace, 
Washington, D.C.) and have provided background material to the 
NSOIT on various ecosystem service markets around the world. 
They also included links to suggested reading as well as contacts for 
the various markets. 
 
House Bill 2541 was passed in 2010, and will dovetail with efforts 
of the NSOIT. DNR is required to develop landowner conservation 
proposals, including both markets and conservation easements, 
which support forest landowners by December 31, 2011. In the 
development of the proposals, the DNR must consult with the 
Board, Indian tribes, small forest landowners, conservation groups, 
industrial foresters, and state, federal, and local government. The 
proposed initiatives, if any, must be presented to the Governor, the 
Legislature, the Commissioner of Public Lands, and the Board. The 
DNR must also offer to present its findings to the Washington 
congressional delegation, local governments, and appropriate 
agencies of the federal government. 
 
Paula Swedeen attended the World Resources Institute/American 
Forest Foundation Conference in Madison, WI at the end of June and 
led a discussion session on incentives for owl conservation.  
Participants gave the following recommendations: 1) Develop a 
state-level “Conservation Stamp” program similar to the federal 
Duck Stamp program that is used for wetlands conservation.

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Commission artists to design stamps, sell them with hunting 
licenses and at recreational good stores, legislatively protect the 
proceeds so they are used for buying easements on owl 
habitat/restoration areas; 2) Raise funds from development impact 
fees; 3)Take advantage of overlap of funds from other ecosystem 
service priorities such as source drinking water protection areas 
and watersheds important for salmon; 4) prioritize funds in next 
Farm Bill (all acknowledged challenges in current federal budget 
climate).  Mark Nechodem, Special Assistant to Secretary Vilsack 
agreed that targeting funds from the Farm Bill like the Healthy 
Forest Reserve Program, was a good idea, and he would help us 
advocate for it. 
 
The Encumbered State Forest Land Transfer program, enabled in 
2009, provides the necessary tools for the state to maintain long-
term working forests and trust revenue to small rural counties. It 
does so by acquiring productive working forest lands to replace 
State Forest lands encumbered by harvest restrictions due to 
Endangered Species Act-listed species, thereby maintaining the 
corpus of the State Forest trusts. Encumbered habitat lands have to 
meet two requirements. They have to (a) be located in counties 
with a population less than 25,000, and (b) be encumbered with 
timber harvest deferrals that are associated with federal ESA-listed 
wildlife species and greater than 30 years in length. Lastly, when 
transferred, lands that meet these criteria must be appraised at fair 
market value without consideration of management or regulatory 
encumbrances associated with the listed species’ habitat. Once 
transferred using the Trust Land Transfer program, lands are 
placed in Natural Resources Conservation Areas. 
 
DNR submitted a report to the Legislature in October 2010 detailing 
implementation of the program, including an estimate of its overall 
cost. DNR then submitted to the 2011 Legislature a FY 11-13 
funding proposal of $2 million to begin implementation of the 
program. The proposal, funded in the capital budget, will allow DNR 
to transfer three small encumbered properties, one each in Pacific, 
Wahkiakum and Skamania counties. While the timber value will go 
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to the beneficiaries of the trusts, the land value identified in the 
appraisal will go to a revolving fund to be used for the purchase of 
new unencumbered forested trust lands to be managed for the long 
term benefit of those beneficiaries.  


Support an Action Program: 
Outreach to Owners Of Specific 
Lands Inside And Outside Of SOSEAs  
 


The NSOIT has disused this item, which is intended to conduct 
outreach to specific landowners who may wish to secure important 
NSO habitat that is currently not protected.   
 


Work on this will be enhanced after the 
team convenes and obtains results from 
the Board-mandated Technical Team, 
which will assess the spatial and 
temporal strategic allocation of 
conservation efforts on nonfederal 
lands. See the last item on this work 
plan.  
 
Develop communication strategy, 
including possible outreach materials 
for distribution once mechanisms are in 
place. Cindy (WFPA) has expressed 
interest in assisting the NSOIT with the 
outreach program once this component 
is ready to be addressed.  


Promote Barred Owl Control 
Experiments and Research  
 


The U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service is the lead agency on Barred Owl 
control experiments, and the NSOIT is coordinating with the Service 
on the progress of these experiments, through the Barred Owl 
Working Group operating within the context of the Northern 
Spotted Owl Recovery Planning process.  


There is not a lot of activity on this 
issue outside of the Barred Owl EIS 
process. The NSOIT has requested an 
update from USFWS once the Barred 
Owl EIS is finalized in early 2013. The 
NSOIT continues to track the progress 
of the Barred Owl EIS process and to-
be-rechartered Barred Owl Working 
Group.  


Continue the Current Decertification 
Process for owls Sites During a 
Transition Period  
 


This item has been accomplished.  
 
The Forest Practices Board adopted a permanent rule in May 2010 
which establishes a three-member, multi-stakeholder Spotted Owl 
Conservation Advisory Group that makes a determination on 
whether owl site centers and surrounding habitat is important to 
the Northern Spotted Owl while the Forest Practices Board 
determines a long-term strategy for spotted owl habitat 


Membership will be reconsidered and 
possibly updated at the November 
2012 Forest Practices Board Meeting. 
To date, the Conservation Advisory 
Group has not been convened. 
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conservation. The Advisory Group makes their determination after 
the Department of Fish and Wildlife determines that surveys for 
Northern Spotted Owls have met survey protocols that indicate the 
absence of spotted owls.  
 


Initiate Two Washington Pilot 
Projects for Thinning and Habitat  


 
1. A FPB Pilot Rule was adopted to allow one pilot project with 


Longview Timber in the Entiat SOSEA. The project would 
explore whether thinning in highly stocked suitable owl 
habitat will improve habitat quality and is operationally and 
economically feasible. Efforts to secure funding to conduct 
the thinning project have not been successful.  


 
2. A Section 6 grant application was submitted to thin and defer 


Westside forest with the goal of accelerating NSO habitat 
development. This application was not funded.  


 


Eastside Pilot: This pilot is currently 
underway. Project team members have 
been identified to staff the Entiat pilot. 
The pilot team held an initial meeting 
on June 25th to go over stand data 
produced by Longview Timber and 
began discussing logistics. Members 
went on a field tour to the project 
location last August and have a 
tentative additional field tour date in 
November. It is anticipated that an 
additional meeting will be held 
subsequent to the field tour in order to 
begin scoping a process for developing 
prescriptions for thinning overstocked 
suitable spotted owl habitat. Initial 
planning up front will assist Andy and 
Lauren in developing grant proposals 
for funding to support the planning and 
implementation phases of the pilot.  
 
 
Westside Pilot: Non-profits (Pacific 
Forest Trust and Seattle Audubon) are 
working to advance owl-related Section 
6 projects with landowners for the 
2012 funding cycle. Due to lack of 
financial support for the pilot, initial 
attempts at initiating the project have 
been unsuccessful. The NSOIT is 
investigating whether, and how, this 
project, or a similar project, could be 
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reinitiated.   
Support Identification and Design of 
a Flagship Incentive Project  


The concept is to test incentives options on a landscape scale, 
possibly w/ multiple landowners, in order to achieve significant 
conservation value and competitive, economically sustainable 
forest management.  
 


Investigate and possibly find areas of 
opportunity to learn from or 
collaborate with other efforts, i.e., 
Tapash Collaborative, Oregon Safe 
Harbor Agreement, etc.  
 
Further efforts are contingent on 
information obtained from incentive 
pilots, funding, etc.  A pilot under the 
auspices of ESHB 2541 in the Nisqually 
River Basin is in early planning stages.  
Landowners and other participants in 
the pilot are interested in having a 
component focusing on owls, in 
addition to murrelets, water, and 
possibly carbon.   


Approve Measures of Success  
 
 
 
 


“Measures of Success” were recommended to the FPB, which 
accepted the final report of the Northern Spotted Owl Policy 
Working Group. 
 


Re-assess previously proposed 
“Measures of Success,” determine if 
they provide the proper metrics. 
Consider updating and reporting FPB.  


Convene a Technical Team to Assess 
Spatial and Temporal Allocation of 
Conservation Efforts on Nonfederal 
Lands Using Best Available Science  
 


This is the current focus of the NSOIT. 
 
The technical team component of our work plan has commenced 
now that the Final Northern Spotted Owl Recovery Plan and draft 
Critical Habitat rule has been released, which contains critical 
modeling tools intended to assess the importance of different 
scenarios of blocks of land to be managed for the Northern Spotted 
Owl. During the NSOIT meeting last August, Brian Woodbridge gave 
a presentation on how modeling information can be useful for WA 
State.  
 
Last March, Ken Berg (USFWS) presented information on the draft 
NSO Critical Habitat and draft Barred Owl EIS to the NSOIT and 
Technical Team. The final Critical Habitat rule will be available on 
November 15, 2012. In April, the Technical Team held a meeting 


The Technical Team is currently 
developing federal and non-federal 
baseline scenarios to compare against 
future modeling runs. In addition, the 
team is currently working on 
determining how much can already be 
answered with existing information 
and identifying what would need to be 
answered with additional modeling 
runs.  
The Technical Team met with USFWS in 
October to share their draft scenarios, 
next steps include scheduling an 
additional conversation to discuss the 
logistical aspect of getting the modeling 
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with Brian Woodbridge (USFWS) and discussed how we can 
cooperate with the USFWS modeling team to answer key analytical 
questions developed by the Technical Team. In October, the 
Technical Team shared their draft scenarios with USFWS for initial 
feedback, more back and forth with the USFWS modelers will be 
needed during the process to ensure the Technical Team 
understands the utility and capability of using the critical habitat 
modeling tool for their analysis.

Following is an update on rule making activity. 
 
Conversion Activities and Forest Practices Applications – At your November meeting, staff will 
request your adoption of forest practices rules to incorporate a number of amendments to the Forest 
Practices Act.  This rulemaking incorporates changes related to conversion activities resulting 
from recent legislation including Senate Bill 5883 (2007 legislation) and HB 1582 (2011 
legislation). The rule proposal also includes some changes related to Second Engrossed 
Substitute Senate Bill 6406 (2012 legislation).  
 
2ESSB 6406 - Staff will request your approval to initiate rulemaking to incorporate the fish 
protection standards in the hydraulic code rules into the Forest Practices rules. A draft rule 
proposal to initiate rulemaking is expected at your May meeting.  
 
WAC 222-16-080 Critical Habitat – Staff will request your approval to initiate rulemaking to 
amend rules identifying which wildlife plans are required to be reviewed under the State 
Environmental Policy Act and the critical habitat definition for gray wolf. A draft rule proposal 
to initiate rulemaking is expected at your May meeting.
