How to Dispose of an Abandoned
or Derelict Boat | puBLIC ENTITIES

Report it to DNR and obtain a DVRP number.

Follow RCW 53.08.320 or RCW 79.100.040 to gain legal
custody of the vessel. Send photos of the boat with posting
attached to DNR.

Once you have custody you can sell or destroy the vessel.
The state Department of Enterprise Services (DES) has several

state contracts that may facilitate removal or disposal of vessels.

Certain services are covered by mandatory-use state contracts

(optional for local governments—mandatory for state agencies).

After the vessel has been destroyed, you can seek up
to 100% reimbursement through the Derelict Vessel Removal
Program. The estimated fund balance and the estimated funds
available for removal will be adjusted and posted quarterly on
the DVRP web page.

If the vessel is in poor condition, it shouldn’t be sold.
If it is in marginal condition, it should not be sold without
some sort of process to make sure that the vessel won't be
reabandoned.

If you sell a vessel that is more than 35 feet in
length and more than 40 years old, a vessel inspection
is required to determine the seaworthiness prior to the
transfer of ownership. See RCW 79.100.150 for more
information.

An Authorized Public Entity has authority to
remove a derelict or abandoned vessel when the
Authorized Public Entity is the owner, lessee, or operator of
the moorage facility or the aquatic lands.

For a vessel that pose a threat to the environment
or human safety and are on privately-owned tidelands or
county-owned aquatic lands, the Authorized Public Entities
with jurisdiction may remove or ask for DNR assistance.

Under the port moorage statute (RCW 53.083.320),
port rules can be developed to address when to move vessels
ashore for storage if the vessel is “in the opinion of port
personnel a nuisance, in danger of sinking or creating other
damage, or owes port charges.”
