STAND IMPACTS OF EXISTING PATHOGENS 

Forest health is a significant factor in the current and future stand. 
Assessments by DNR forest pathologists and silviculture specialists were 
consulted and assisted in determining the prescription. The entire sale area 
contains evidence of dead and dying western hemlock and Douglas-fir as a 
result of root rot infestation of multiple pathogens. Western hemlock are 
impacted by Heterobasidion Root Disease (primarily Heterobasidion 
occidentale), Laminated Root Rot (LRR), and Armillaria Root Disease while 
Douglas-fir were found to be infested by LRR in distinct pockets throughout 
the unit. The understory contains western hemlock, which will continue to 
perpetuate the infestation of pathogens. This coordinated approach should 
result in a resilient stand and limit the spread of existing pathogens. 

GENERAL SILVICULTURAL PRESCRIPTION 

Due to the presence of both Armillaria and laminated root rot, the unit will 
be planted with a resistant species at a higher than normal density. Biscuits 
will be planted with 540 western redcedar per acre. Browse protection for 
WRC is planned for several years after planting.  

GEOLOGY 

The sale area features a number of Rule Identified Landforms including 
inner gorges and bedrock hollows, located primarily within the upper 
reaches of the streams onsite. These have been protected with non-
tradeable leave tree areas.  

PUBLIC USE BENEFIT   

Biscuits is located within Capitol State Forest, which is open to and used 
extensively by members of the public including recreationists, hunters, and 
those collecting non-timber forest products. Approximately 10.6 miles of 
road maintenance will occur as part of the sale.

DESCRIPTION OF SALE 

Maple Grounds is a 15-unit timber sale consisting of 251 acres of variable 
retention harvest and 1 acre of right-of-way harvest. The sale will primarily 
harvest stands of timber that were planted after an original harvest in the 
1950’s through 1970’s. All units are relatively simple in stand structure, 
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Unit 2: Even- aged stand of 
western hemlock, Douglas-fir. 
 

 
Unit 7: Overstory is mostly Sitka 
Spruce and Western Hemlock, with 
dead branch stobs present to the 
forest floor in most of the trees in 
the unit. 
 

 
Unit 10: Even-aged stand of 
mostly Douglas-fir. Hemlock, 
Spruce, and at higher elevations, 
Silver Fir are also present.

ranging from the biomass accumulation stage to early maturation 1. Units 
1-3, 7-9, and 13-15 were all commercially thinned in the past ~20 years. 

CONSERVATION AREAS 

Several forested wetlands were buffered and excluded from the sale. 
Portions of these wetland buffers have been commercially thinned in 
recent history, leading to a structurally diverse canopy and biologically 
diverse understory. 

GENERAL SILVICULTURAL PRESCRIPTION 

The sale will be planted to 350 trees per acre with a mix of native conifer 
species. Species mix will vary from unit to unit, depending on site 
conditions, but will include Douglas-fir, western hemlock, and western red 
cedar. 

GEOLOGY 

Very few geological concerns were identified in the immediate vicinity of 
the sale. Several potential alluvial fans were investigated around units     
12-15 and bound out if determined to be active or have potential to 
reactivate. Evidence of a relict bedrock deep-seated landslide was 
discovered upslope of unit 14. Any portion of the landslide toe that is 
steeper than 65% was bound out and excluded from harvest.  

PUBLIC USE BENEFIT   

Dispersed informal recreation such as hunting, berry picking and 
mushroom collecting are common throughout the sale area. The sale will 
cause temporary disruption to public use but will improve access and 
provide additional recreation opportunities when harvest is complete.

DESCRIPTION OF SALE 

Unit is 40% ground based and 60% cable harvesting. The most common 
tree species in the overstory is Douglas fir averaging 20.4 inches DBH. The 
second most common tree species is western hemlock with an average 
DBH of 13.4 inches. No remnant trees were found within the unit. Leave 
trees were placed in areas that reserved the largest trees, areas that 
contained unstable slopes, or were difficult to log and to provide no more 
than 400 feet spacing between. While no large trees were found during 
layout a clause was added to the contract to preserve any tree over 60 
inches if one is discovered. No old growth patches or other special features 
were found in the unit. The riparian areas are comprised of the same forest 
structure as the adjacent uplands. The understory is made up of Cascara, 
vine maple, red alder, western hemlock, western red cedar and 
salmonberry.  
 

South of the unit is 35-year-old timber. The North of the unit is 4-year-old 
and 39-year-old timber. East of the unit is 29-year-old timber.  To the West 
are stands of 4-year-old timber. 

OLD GROWTH ASSESSMENT 

No old growth assessments were conducted for this proposal.  No remnant 
trees were found. 

CONSERVATION AREAS 

Typical conservation of riparian areas along Type 3 and Type 4 streams and 
retention of 8 trees per acre. Unit did not present further biologically or 
culturally unique characteristics requiring further conservation.

GENERAL SILVICULTURAL PRESCRIPTION 

Replant with 300 trees per acre, 250 Douglas fir and 50 western hemlock. 

GEOLOGY 

17.9 acres of potentially unstable feature were located by foresters trained 
in unstable slopes and were removed from the harvest with Riparian 
Management Zones and Leave Tree areas. The sale was visited by a State 
Lands Geologist, LEG, QE. 

PUBLIC USE BENEFIT   

This proposal includes maintenance and upgrades to road infrastructure 
that is also used by recreationalists in addition to make revenue for Lewis 
County (as described below), Common School Trust and Capital Grant 
Trust.

DESCRIPTION OF SALE 

The Atonal timber sale can be roughly divided into two different forest 
types. The primary drivers of difference between these two categories of 
stand composition appear to be age, elevation, and historic management 
practices. The first forest type is comprised of Units 2, 3, and 4. These units 
are noticeably older, with a significantly higher concentration of Douglas-fir 
as well as western redcedar. The largest trees of the sale, except for a single 
OG remnant cedar found in Unit 5, are found within these three lower 
elevation units. The canopy is primarily composed of western hemlock in the 
DBH range of 14-20. Douglas-fir components are considerably larger, with 
some individuals being over 34 inches in DBH. The larger Douglas-fir trees 
scattered throughout this unit were targeted specifically with the leave tree 
strategy. It is worth noting that extensive coring was done throughout Unit 
2, the largest of these units, and the cohort of Douglas-fir was, on average, 
roughly 10 years older than the western hemlock cohort. The average age 
of Douglas-fir within this unit was found to be approximately 90 years old. 
Interestingly enough, the oldest tree found within the unit was a western 
hemlock of approximately 105 years. It is likely that the stand, while being 
so young, has reached the vertical diversification stage in stand 
development due to past management practices. 
 
The second category of units, those being Units 1, 5, 6, 7, and 8, feature a 
mixed canopy of western hemlock and Pacific silver fir with minor 
components of western redcedar. Douglas-fir is present as well, but 
primarily as scattered individuals. Trees within these units are noticeably 
shorter than those in the prior, likely due to a combination of being 
approximately 35 years younger and growing on exposed slopes at higher 
elevations. The understory is significantly more diverse within this second 
category of units, however, with an abundance of huckleberry, ferns, and 
conifer reprod. Trees within these units average within the 12–18-inch DBH 
range, with the largest individuals being no more than 26 inches. Leave tree 
strategy in these units targeted wildlife habitat, as there is a high 
concentration of intact and high-quality snags. One non-tradeable leave 
tree patch was positioned around a remnant old-growth cedar found within 
Unit 5, which was likely left in past timber harvests due to its unfavorable 
growth form. 
 
A handful of significant features were excluded from the harvest boundaries. 
Multiple full days of field recon were performed with state lands geologists 
to adequately delineate the active and dormant features of a deep-seated 
bedrock landslide. All features deemed to be active or sensitive to 
harvesting activity were excluded from the proposal. Additionally, non-
forested talus was discovered within the original proposal boundaries. This 
talus has been excluded and permanently deferred from harvest to preserve 
habitat for wildlife.

OLD GROWTH ASSESSMENT 

No formal old growth assessment was performed for this sale. Extensive 
coring within the oldest unit identified the oldest tree within harvest 
boundaries to be no more than 105 years old. It is likely that the units that 
keyed out to Vertical Diversification on the Van Pelt scale did so due to past 
management practices or the site simply being productive ground. 

UNIQUE SALES CHARACTERISTICS 

As a part of this proposal, a culvert along the Brooks Creek mainline is to be 
realigned. In its current state, the culvert is directing water into a relatively 
unconfined channel that leads to an orphaned railroad grade. The stream is 
being entirely captured by this railroad grade and thus redirected outside of 
its natural flow path. Additionally, this segment of railroad grade has a small 
offshoot directing water flow onto the body of a nearby bedrock deep 
seated landslide. Fixing this culvert will return this stream to its historic flow 
path as well as remove an unnatural hydrologic feature that may be 
impacting the dynamics of a large geologic feature. 

CONSERVATION AREAS 

As was mentioned above, one talus slope was identified during the layout of 
this sale. Talus provides unique habitat to numerous species of native 
Washington wildlife, including pika, bobcat, and various reptiles.  

GENERAL SILVICULTURAL PRESCRIPTION 

The harvest area will be replanted with approximately 360 trees per acre. 
Most units will be replanted with approximately 83% Douglas-fir and 17% 
western redcedar. Areas that are expected to be unsuitable for Douglas-fir 
due to either soil conditions, limited sunlight, or other abiotic factors will be 
planted with approximately 83% western hemlock and 17% cedar. 
Additionally, planting regimes are expected to be stratified within as well as 
between units based on soil structure and observations of the present stand 
composition. 

GEOLOGY 

As was stated prior, a significant portion of the originally proposed harvest 
boundaries has been permanently deferred due to being a Category E 
Forest Practices Rule identified landform, in this case an active bedrock 
deep-seated landslide. Delineating this feature required multiple field days 
over the course of several weeks with multiple state lands geologists. All 
active or sensitive portions of the landslide have been completely excluded 
from the proposal boundaries. In addition, a portion of road reconstruction 
associated with this proposal requires crossing inner gorges. The new road 
prism will follow the footprint of a historic orphaned road grade, minimizing 
the impact of creating new road on the landscape. Several inner gorges 



 

 were identified along various streams adjacent to this proposal, all have 
been completed excluded from the proposal by a minimum of one canopy 
width from the break in slope.

GEOLOGY 

A DNR State Lands geologist remotely reviewed all units of the sale 
utilizing historic aerial photographs and GIS data from the DNR corporate 
database. An onsite review was also completed. The results of the 
geologist’s review indicated the proposal had no harvest areas of instability 
within the proposal area. Remote review was field verified by the State 
Lands Forester and confirmed that there were no harvest areas of slope 
instability.

DESCRIPTION OF SALE 

This sale is comprised of three VRH units and four right-of-way (ROW) units 
within the Capitol State Forest. The three VRH units are all naturally 
regenerated stands. Each unit contains a mix of Douglas-fir, western 
hemlock, western redcedar, bigleaf maple and red alder with Unit 3 being 
hardwood dominated with conifer aggregates, some containing some 
grand fir.  

OLD GROWTH ASSESSMENT 

The stand origin dates of each unit were determined using both office and 
field review procedures. An Old-Growth Designee conducted field sampling 
based on the Weighted Old-Growth Habitat Index (WOGHI) having two 
moderate points adjacent to Unit 3. No stands within any of the harvest 
units met agency definition old-growth. 

UNIQUE SALES CHARACTERISTICS AND STAND ORIGIN 

A forested area adjacent to an existing wetland was selected for permanent 
deferral and added onto a wetland management zone as part of a 
mitigation strategy. 
 
The stand origin dates of each unit were determined using both remote 
and field review assessment. The stand in Unit 2 experienced a fire in the 
early 1900s followed by a harvest in the 1930s or 1940s. Unit 3 contains 
pockets of older conifers (post-1880s to 1920s) surrounded by younger 
hardwood-dominated areas (1950s). 

CONSERVATION AREAS 

Leave trees in the sale area are primarily arranged in clumps, with a few 
individually marked, at a density of 8 trees per acre across the VRH units. 
Leave trees were selected to serve as a representation of the stand’s species 
composition. Leave trees were selected to protect larger trees and those 
exhibiting structural complexity. In addition, leave tree clumps were situated 
to protect unique or sensitive features such as streams, wetlands or 
potentially unstable slopes.  

GEOLOGY 

This sale was field assessed by a licensed geologist and qualified expert. 
Forest practices rule-identified landforms include inner gorges and toes of a 
relict, bedrock deep-seated landslide with slopes >65%, all of which were 
excluded from the harvest area.

GENERAL SILVICULTURAL PRESCRIPTION 

Native reforestation species have been identified and selected based on 
their ability to withstand mortality from disease pathogens found onsite. 
Unit 1 will be replanted with two different species. Western redcedar will be 
planted in the southern portion of the unit and red alder will be planted in 
the northern portion of the unit. Unit 2 will be planted with three different 
species. Western redcedar will be planted in the southern portion and the 
northern portion will be replanted with a mix of Douglas-fir, western 
hemlock, and western redcedar. Unit 3 will be replanted with red alder. 
Plantings will be supplemented with natural regeneration from seed trees of 
various native species within riparian management zones and leave tree 
areas.  

PUBLIC USE BENEFIT   

This timber sale is located within the Capitol State Forest, which is open to 
and used by recreationalists. Approximately 6 miles of existing roads will be 
maintained as a part of this timber sale. Maintenance will occur on a 
mainline that is used to access a popular downhill mountain biking area.
