Travel 3.1 miles on the E383907E road and take a left onto the E383917A road and travel 1.3 miles to enter the top side of Unit 4.
From the intersection of State Highway 25 and Clugston/Onion Creek Road travel east on the Clugston/Onion Creek road for 4.0
miles and take a right through the gate onto the E383901A road and staying to the right travel 0.9 miles to the intersection with
the E393936J road and follow the yellow timber sale signs for access to Units 6 and 7.

From the intersection of Clugston/Onion Creek road and the E383901A road continue south on the Clugston/Onion Creek Road for
1.2 miles and turn right onto the Hawks County Road. Follow the yellow timber sale signs for access to Units 5 and 6.

From the intersection of Clugston/Onion Creek Road and Hawks Road continue south on the Clugston/Onion Creek road for 3.0
miles and take a right onto Flora County road. Following yellow timber sale signs to Units 8 and 9.

From the intersection of Williams Lake Road and Dead Medicine Road travel east on the Dead Medicine Road and follow yellow
timber sale signs for access into Units 10, 11, and 12.

TIMBER NOTICE OF SALE

Ten trees marked with a triple band of orange paint in Unit #4 shall be left onsite. Nine
trees marked with a triple band of orange paint in Unit #4 shall be directionally felled into
the adjacent WMZ and left onsite. One additional tree within Unit #4 marked with a triple
band of orange paint may be cut for construction purposes of the A-5900Ext Road. If
felled, it shall be left onsite outside of the clearing limits of the A-5900Ext Road.

A portion of the Scoby Trail located in Unit #2 and the Bio-char Climb Trail located in
Unit #3 will have to be rebuilt to original pre-harvest condition following harvest per
Contract Schedule A-Recreation Trail Clean Out and Repair.

Reconstruction of the A-5900 Road will cross both the Livin’ the Dream and Stormy
Trails and will have to be rebuilt to original pre-harvest conditions following harvest per
Schedule A-Recreation Trail Clean Out and Repair.

The gate (Master H-957) located on the A-5200 Road must remain locked at all times
except during periods of active haul.

Use of the designated skid trail connecting Unit #2 and the A-5000 Road is optional. See
Contract clause H-140 requirements if this skid trail is used. This skid trail location is
marked with orange flagging.

There are non-tradeable leave trees located in Units #1 and #3. Refer to Contract clause
H-141 for restrictions.

Units #1 and #2 include activities in close proximity to underground natural gas
pipelines. Trees are to be felled away from the pipelines. Notification requirements and
protections apply to the Williams Pipeline in Units #1 and #2. Refer to Contract clause H-
141 and Road Plan clause 1-22 for additional information.

Note to cruisers and appraisers: Please refrain from leaving pink, orange or blue flagging
from your cruises in or around the sale area to avoid confusion with DNR’s marking.
Additionally, for the safety of the public, please remove from roads and trails all string
from string boxes used during appraising or cruising this sale.
