DESCRIPTION OF SALE

Units 1 and 10 are even-aged Douglas-fir approximately 37 years old. Unit
2,3,8,9 and 11 are even-aged stands ranging from 1941-1976. These
stands are composed mainly of Douglas-fir with a smaller component of
western hemlock and nobile fir in the higher elevations. Units 4, 5, 6 and 7 all
had portions of the units thinned approximately 17 years ago. The areas
that were thinned are mainly all Douglas-fir with the areas that were not
thinned with a small component of western hemlock. Average DBH of
Douglas-fir for the sale is approximately 19.9 inches. The understory is
primarily salal, sword fern, Oregon grape, vine maple and salmonberry.

Leave trees were selected to protect areas adjacent to riparian management
zones, potentially unstable slopes, or trees were structurally unique
compared to the rest of the stand.

OLD GROWTH ASSESSMENT/ UNIQUE SALES CHARACTERISTICS

Original FRIS estimates the origin date of the sale from 1941-1988. This sale
is even-aged and likely originated after a fire in the early 20" century.
Scattered individual old growth trees were identified in the field. Most of
the old growth trees had fire charred remnants near the base of the tree.
Using the Key to Stand Development Stages in the DNR publication
Identifying Mature and Old Forests in Western Washington, by Bob Van
Pelt, (pg 46 and 47); all units key out as biomass accumulation/ stem
exclusion and Maturation 1 stage of development. Little to no shade
tolerant trees have been recruited in the understory. See old growth report
for more information.

CONSERVATION AREAS

Units 1-3 are planned to be thinned left for NSO habitat. All other
conservation acres were located within RMZs and leave tree areas.

NSO HABITAT ENHANCEMENT THINNING PRESCRIPTION

A primary objective of this sale is to enhance NSO habitat within the Rock
Creek SOMU. Unit 1 will be harvest down to a residual basal area of 140 sq.
ft./acre and Units 2 and 3 will be thinned down to 180 sq. ft./ acre. In Units 2
and 3 trees larger than 26” and smaller than 12” will not be harvested. This
habitat enhancement treatment is designed to provide an assortment of
light regimes intended to stimulate understory/midstory development and
influence overstory canopy architecture (growth from the top down). The
chosen basal area densities and diameter caps reflect a balance of leaving a
vigorous stand that will rapidly return to NSO habitat status while
decreasing competition and enhancing the trajectory of higher quality NSO
habitat goals.



GENERAL SILVICULTURAL PRESCRIPTION

No planting in Units 1-3, over time natural ingrowth of trees will create
structural diversity needed for NSO habitat. Units 4-9 will be planted with
325 Douglas-fir and 25 redcedar per acre.

GEOLOGY

All potentially unstable slopes were located within a Type 4 RMZ and
protected and excluded with white “Timber Sale Boundary” tags and pink

flagging.
